Hendricks County Parks & Recreation has been and will
be busy with several Vandalia Trail related projects
during the later part of this year. They recently com-
pleted the trail drainage improvement construction
work around the sewer treatment plant and have re-
stored the trail surfaces in that area to working condi-
tion. Coming up around early November, Hendricks
County Parks & Recreation will winterize and close the
trailhead restrooms in Amo and Coatesville, to be re-
opened in April. Finally, around the end of the year,
the State government will decide on whether to award
Hendricks County Parks & Recreation a grant to con-
struct several miles of new Vandalia Trail in some of
the area between Amo and Clayton.

Son, Kevin likes to share that between he and his
dad they have 8 holes-in-one—Jim has 7, and Kevin
has 1!!—don’t you love the way Kevin tells that!
Jim and Della have traveled extensively, including
visiting several countries when Jackie was em-
ployed abroad.
