During the 90 minute
workshop, you will have the opportunity to explore these topics and
more!  Each participant will receive a binder that assists them in
mapping out their plans and clearly records them in a way that reflects
their wishes and individual circumstances. She is also available to
follow up with participants individually, answering questions and
assisting participants in discerning their final wishes. 
People of all ages and stages of life are welcome to attend either as
individuals or as couples.  Having a will or other previous plans
discerned is not necessary.  This workshop is not soliciting any legal or
financial services.
