Some Facts About the American Flag 

•The flag is nicknamed Old Glory and Star-Spangled Banner. The latter is the title of America's national anthem.  

•Although this is not confirmed, it is thought that Betsy Ross, a seamstress who made the flags for the 

Pennsylvania Navy, had a hand in creating the design for the American Flag and made the first one.  

•Although the Flag started with 13 white stars representing the 13 original colonies of the United States, one star 

was added for every state that joined the country. The American flag currently has 50 white stars. 

•The Flag Protection Act was passed during the Vietnam War making it illegal to burn or destroy the American 

Flag. However, it was later ruled that this violated the First Amendment.  

•The Flag Code states that representations of the American Flag should not be reproduced on apparel items, 

such as clothing, bedding, or decorative items.  

Officially, it was in 1916 that President Woodrow Wilson proclaimed June 14 as Flag Day, to be observed 

every year. Every year, the President in office should call on government officials and U.S. citizens to display 

the American flags outside buildings and their homes.

What a fun day for a cruise to Kitt Peak Observatory. There were 10 members that were able to 

participate in this event.
