· Before you get worked up about a thing, you ought to ask God if he cares about it first.
· Blaming God who is perfect is very unwise which translates to foolish, stupefied
· God will give you an answer in the spirit but you can forget it is you are not diligent enough to write it down
· The lepers were healed as they left to do what Jesus told them to do.
· Anything other than unfeigned or real faith cause a reproach.
