- Discipleship course

- Fill the gap international certificates

- Bible way correspondent school (diploma) and many others.
Later | joined carpentry section. Though | was a carpenter but | found man things which I did not
know before, including new designs, electric machines. | started learning one by one helped by

prison instructors. After learning | was elected as a bench leader up to date.

Now I can do many designs which didn’t know before, I can use machines, I can mixing
vanish, I can read and interprete drawings.

Due to above experience also | can calculate materials of any work of different designs, |
can do good furniture than | was before e.g. doors, windows, frames, word lopes, side
