2021 YEAR IN REVIEW

324 requests were submitted from on-duty law enforcement officers in 2021. Through them,
Angels on Patrol (AoP) served 1,094 individuals (388 adults - 706 youth). Since our inception in
2009, Angels on Patrol has served 18,871 individuals. We continue to grow, and now serve 13 law
enforcement departments across the Valley. Our growth has only been possible because of youl!
