e Maximum of 8 teams (32 total bowlers)

¢ Teams must pre-register (no walk-ins.)

e USBC membership not required, but league averages must be verifiable for handicap
scoring

):( Format of Play

e Each team bowls 3 games

¢ All 4 team members’ scores count toward the team’s total pinfall
* Total team pinfall + team handicap determines final standings

¢ Lane assignments determined by tournament software (BTM)

@ Handicap Rules

¢ Handicap is 90% of 220, calculated individually

* Each bowler uses their highest current USBC league average (minimum 21 games from
the current or most recent season)

* Bowlers without a verifiable average bowl scratch (no handicap) and are entered as
having a 220 average



* Team handicap is the sum of each bowler’s individual handicap
e Maximum individual game score is 300 with handicap

% Rules & Governance

e USBC rules apply throughout the event
e Tournament officials have final say on all rulings and disputes
* Once prizes are paid out, standings are considered final

EX Entry Fee & Prize Payout

e Entry Fee: $60 per bowler ($240 per team)
e Lineage: $12.25 per bowler ($49 per team)
* Prize Fund: $47.75 per bowler ($191 per team)

¢ Full Field: 8 teams (32 bowlers)
e Total Prize Fund: $1,528
