MEANING (M) 
Look at the big picture, the context, the larger focus of the story:  

What we read needs to make sense within the context of our own lives, what we know about the world around us, and what is happening in the story.

Teacher Prompts:
· Did that make sense to you?

· What do you think it could say?

· Read it again to make sense.

KNOWLEDGE OF LANGUAGE STRUCTURE (S)

Look at the sentences: 

We speak in sentences that sound natural to us. We rely on this instinctive sense of the sentence to help our reading flow in ways that sound right to us. 

Teacher Prompts:

· Would you say it that way?

· Does that sound like the way you talk?

· Does that sound right to you?

VISUAL/GRAPHO-PHONIC (V)

Look at the actual letters that make up the word:

Written words are made up of phonemes (sounds) which are represented by letters that are arranged in predictable patterns. Larger strings of letters appear in chunks in words that are stored in our memory.
Teacher Prompts:

· Can you tap that out?
· Is that a trick word?
· Is that on our word wall?
· Just try the first part.
· How many syllables does the word have? Try the first one.
· Say it slowly.
· Say the root word. Now add the suffix.
