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Jennie Hirsh (Ph.D., Bryn Mawr College) is a Professor of Modern
and Contemporary Art at the Maryland Institute College of Art. With
postdoctoral fellowships at Princeton and Columbia universities as
well as support from institutions including the Fulbright
Commission, the Mrs. Giles Whiting, and the Wolfsonian FIU, her
research spans visual culture, critical theory, museum studies, and
architecture.
