Faulkner County Saddle Club

By Laws

Name:

The name of this club shall be the Faulkner County Saddle Club, and shall be hereinafter called “the Club”.

Object:

The object of this association shall be to create an organization for the advancement of horsemanship.  The Club will co-operate, except financially, with any civic club sponsoring any horseshow or rodeo within the state of Arkansas.  This club shall be a non-profit organization and none of its members shall at any time receive any personal profit from its operations.

Qualifications for Membership:

Any person, resident or non-resident of Faulkner County, interested in the advancement and promotion of horsemanship is eligible for membership in this club, subject to the approval of the board of directors, and by paying his dues and thereafter complying with the By-Laws of the club.
By vote of the majority of the Club, they shall have the power to drop from the roll and suspend from future activity in any Club activity, any member who has failed to comply with the Rules, By-Laws, and Regulations of this Club or has repeatedly caused disruptions or dissension within the Club causing the Club members to be unable to work together in harmony,  If this problem does arise, the President and attending Club officers shall approach this person or family and advise him of the Rules, By-Laws or 
Regulation in an attempt to give him the opportunity to rectify the injustice to the Club.  
If this does not correct the problem then the matter is left to the discretion of the majority of the Club members.

Members shall be put on an in-active list after missing three (3) meetings in succession, and shall have to attend one (1) meeting as an inactive member before returning to the active list.  Membership in this Club shall be on an individual or family basis.  An individual membership shall include any man, woman, or child over sixteen (16) years of age.  A family membership shall include parents and unmarried children under 21.  Any person under sixteen (16) years of age may be a member without the power to vote, and must be sponsored by an adult member “guardian” over twenty-one (21) years of age who shall be personally responsible for the said child and work said child’s 12 hours each year.
Dues:  

Individual working membership dues for the Club shall be $20.00 per calendar year to be paid on or before March 1, after March 1 are $35.00.  Family working membership dues shall be $30.00 per calendar year to be paid on or before March 1, after March 1 are $45.00.

A working membership will complete 12 hours of work from January 1st to December 1st.  A 30 minute credit will be applied to the 12 hour work requirement for each Saddle Club meeting attended.  One credit per family.  A working member who completed their required hours and have any extra hours may assign a portion of working hours to another working member provided that member is a family member.  A family member is a son, daughter, brother, sister or parent Regardless of his marital status.

A new membership must be received at least one week prior to a horseshow as per AVHSA rules.
A working member unable to fulfill the work requirements due to a catastrophe can present the facts to the Board of Directors and the Board can waiver the requirements.

If the work hours are not fulfilled, then next year’s membership will be a non-working membership.  Any deviation from the work requirement due to sickness, injury or other condition must be approved by the club.

Honorary memberships will be exempt from work hours but do have voting rights.  One vote per membership.  
If you participate in events and do not wish to work, non-participating membership is 
$250.00 a year for family or single membership.

These dues are to be paid on or before March 1.  All membership dues shall be used for authorized club activities in addition to help to maintain and improve the rodeo complex.  All immediate families are entitled to participate in all Club activities.  The fiscal year shall be from January 1 to December 31.
Meetings:

The date and place of regular meetings will be fixed by the board of directors.  IE, 2nd Monday of each month.  November thru March will be held at the Faulkner County Court House and April thru October at the Arena.  Special meetings of members may be called by the President or by a majority vote of the duly elected board of directors or by the President upon written request of fifty percent (50%) of the members.
Elections:

The election of the club officers shall be held in December and take office immediately January 1st.  All other officers may be elected at the club’s discretion.

Voting:

Active members of the Club shall be entitled to vote and have voice at any regular or called meeting of the Club.  All new members must attend one (1) meeting before becoming active members.

Quorum:

A quorum for any membership meeting shall consist of one-fourth (1/4) of the active membership, but in the event a quorum is not present such meetings will be adjourned until a quorum is formed.

Presiding Officers:

The President, if present, shall preside at all meetings of the members of his Club.  In his/her absence, the next officer in due order who may be present shall preside, and for such purposes the order of officers shall be as follows: President, Vice President, 
Secretary, Treasurer, and the Parliamentarian.  Any officer who becomes an in-active member automatically relinquishes his title and office, and upon the fourth (4th) meeting another member in good standing shall be elected to that office, with the exception of the President.  The Vice President shall fulfill the President’s term and a new Vice President elected.

Board of Directors:

Qualifications:

The members of the board of directors must be voting members of this club and shall consist of the following:  President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, 
Parliamentarian, out-going President.  The President shall preside at the board meeting.

Authority:

The property and minor business of the club shall be managed and controlled by the board of directors.  The board of directors shall have the authority to spend up to two hundred fifty dollars ($250.00) without the approval of the membership, if need arises, but it must be presented to the club at the next regular or called meeting.

Officers and Duties:

President:

The President shall be chief executive officer of the Club.  The President shall preside at all meetings of its members and all meetings of the board of directors.  The President shall have general charge of the business of the Club, subject to the board of directors.  
Vice President:

The Vice President, in the absence of the President, shall exercise the power and perform the duties of the President; otherwise, the VP shall have such powers and perform such duties as may be assigned to them by the President or the Board of Directors.

Secretary:

The Secretary shall keep correct records and minutes of the meetings of members, the meetings of the Board of Directors, and shall record all action of the club and the Board of Directors in a book to be kept for that purpose.  The Secretary shall attend to the gathering of all notices required to be given.  The Secretary shall keep a correct list of all special committees with notes of their functions and when they are to report, keep all letters, dispatch and documents in his or her possession and read their names when ordered by the President.  The Secretary shall keep complete records of attendance at meetings, the Club’s correspondence and receive all communications and dispose of same.

Treasurer:

The Treasurer shall receive all income of this Club.  The Treasurer shall keep a correct record of receipts and disbursements under her charge, including a record of each member’s dues, in a manner to permit rendering a clear report thereon at every meeting.  The Treasurer shall submit orders of disbursements of current monthly bills to the club President.  The Treasurer shall pay no bills other then those above stated unless the same is ordered by the Club.  She shall at no time keep more than twenty-five dollars ($25.00) of the club’s funds in her possession unless otherwise directed by the Club.  All money in excess of that amount shall be deposited to the credit and in the name of the Faulkner County Saddle Club in a bank designated for that purpose by the 
Club’s By-Laws.

Other Officers and Duties:

The Board of Directors may appoint such agents as it may deem necessary to serve during its pleasure, which shall have such authority to perform such duties from time to time that may be prescribed by the board.

Sundry Provisions:

The order of business of all meetings insofar as possible shall be as follows: (1) call to order; (2) roll call; (3) approval of minutes; (4) report of treasurer; (5) report of committees; (6) unfinished business; (7) new business; (8) elections and appointments; (9) adjournment.

Committees:

The President, with the advice and approval of the Board of Directors, shall appoint all standing and special committees.  The President and Secretary shall be member’s ex-officio thereof.  Committees appointed by the President or elected by the members shall determine their meeting time.

Contributions:

Members of the Board of Directors and officers of this club shall serve without remuneration.  All money paid for travel expenses shall be approved by the Club before said expenses occur.

Disbursements:

All purchases must be made by persons designated by the Club, and all tickets shall be signed.  All checks must be signed by the Treasurer.

Resignation:

Any officer of the Club may resign.  A vacancy in office can be filled at any meeting, by election, wherever a quorum is present.

Accidents:

This Club will not be liable for any accidents.

Amendment of By-Laws:

Any amendment to the By-Laws, Rules and Regulation is or must be made during the first two regular meetings of the fiscal year.

The use of facilities and equipment by any other organization must be approved by the Board of Directors.
