o New way to deliver competencies (i.e. Shake and Spill: expression vs equation)
and mastery of vocabulary

in collaboration)

o What assessment looks like (teacher observation and paper/pencil, word
problems read aloud 3+ times- less emphasis on clue words)

including routines and warm ups
