Definitions

Utah State Fiscal Year (FY): July 1, 2016 - June 30, 2017

Federal Fiscal Year (FFY): October 1, 2016 - September 30, 2017

VMT - Vehicle Miles Traveled: Multiplying the Annual Average Daily Traffic (AADT) value for
each section of road by the section length in miles multiplied by 365.

AADT- Annual Average Daily Traffic: The total volume of vehicle traffic of a highway or road
for a year divided by 365 days. This is meant to represent traffic on a typical day of the year.
HPMS - Highway Performance Monitoring System: data collection; FHWA reporting database
for roadway asset collection.

Mileage and VMT 2017data will be finalized and available fall of 2018.

B&C Roads: All public highways, roads, or streets that are in the jurisdiction of Cities (C) and
Counties (B).

Center Line Miles: A measure of the total length (in miles) of highway facility in place or
proposed, as measured in the positive direction along the highway centerline.

Positive Direction: South to North or West to East
