   The turning point came late in the second quarter after the Gators scored to cut their deficit to 17-14. On the ensuing kickoff, the Cyclones lost the ball at their own 33, setting up a Trask-to-Kyle Pitts, 17-yard scoring hookup; 21-17, Florida.

   ISU followed with a three-and-out and the Gators took advantage, marching 91-yards in nine-plays to increase their lead to 28-17 at halftime.

   Iowa State got big games from QB Brock Purdy (26-38-302), RB Breece Hall (22-160) & WR Xavier Hutchinson (12-162), but the Gators aerial assault proved too much to withstand.
