   In the fourth, Indiana twice pulled to within three at 34-31 & 41-38, but each time, the Buckeyes answered the bell. The final possession for OSU saw them take over at their own 25 after an IU kickoff, then gain two first downs to exhaust the last 2:40 of game time.
