   Ohio State QB Justin Fields guided an offense that piled up 468-yards (223-rushing), in leading the Buckeyes to a 34-29 victory over Clemson last night from New Orleans.

   Tiger’ RB Travis Etienne did the bulk of the work for Clemson, carrying the ball 35-times for 228-yards and two-scores.

   Leading 20-17 at the start of the third, OSU marched 75-yards in seven-plays, highlighted by a 41-yard run by Trey Sermon and culminated by a Jeremy Ruckert, 15-yard reception to put the Buckeyes up, 27-17.

   Clemson embarked on two long drives that ended in field goals, trimming the deficit to 27-23 in the fourth.

   With the Tigers at Ohio State’s 35, Baron Browning of the Buckeyes recovered a Trevor Lawrence fumble to quash the threat.

   Later in the quarter, OSU drove 64-yards in ten-plays, finalized by a 15-yard touchdown run from Master Teague to put the Buckeyes up 34-23 with 4:08 remaining.

   Clemson got a late touchdown, but Ohio State recovered the onside kick to setup a meeting with Georgia next week for the crown.
