   Notre Dame blew a ten-point halftime advantage, before pulling out a nail-biting, 35-31 win over a feisty San Jose State squad.

   The Irish used a balanced attack and a 17-point second quarter to take a 24-14 lead into the locker room.

   The Spartans scored touchdowns on their first two second half possessions on 72- and 76-yard drives to move ahead, 28-24.

   Down 28-27 in the fourth, ND’s Chris Tyree finished off a nine-play, 65-yard march with an 11-yard scoring run with 11:16 on the clock.
   San Jose State got a Matt Mercurio field goal to cut the deficit to 35-31 with 6:42 remaining, then stopped the Irish on a fourth and less than one at the Spartan’ 13, giving SJS the ball 4:06 left.
   The Spartans moved to the Irish 40, keyed by a fourth-and-14, 19-yard reception by Derrick Deese, Jr.

   A holding penalty on SJS hurt their cause and left them facing a fourth-and-15 at ND’s 48 with :58 seconds to go. Nick Starkel hit Bailey Gaither, but the Spartan receiver was tackled four-yards short of the first down, turning the ball over to the Irish, who exhausted the final :39 seconds for the victory.
