Planting Plants, Growing Friends
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History? Herstory! 92 Years and Growing!

We hope you have enjoyed skipping along memory lane as we have peeked a bit at the
Oklahoma’s oldest garden club’s flora and fauna. The seeds of learning have grown,
bloomed, re-seeded, and have been transplanted for nearly 93 years. From gardening edu-
cation programming, helping start other clubs, staging flower shows and garden tours, Club
Members have devoted decades to beautification and conservation.

The first and most public beautification project was, of course, Tulsa’s rose garden pro-
ject. From initial planning to its mid-1930s completion, Tulsa Garden Club Members em-
braced this multi-terraced garden as a showpiece similar to other cities with urban green
spaces. Tulsa Municipal Rose Garden was
constructed by the Civil Works Admin-
istration (CWA) and Club Members
planted rose bushes from their own gar-
dens.

In the decades since the Rose Gar-
den’s completion, Tulsa Garden Club has
raised funds for replenishment of roses
and maintenance. The article and photo-
graph clipping is from the Club’s 25t An-
niversary scrapbook page noting the
Club’s dedication to the Rose Garden.

The Club’s focus has turned in recent
years to helping restore the Garden.
Charitable gifts from individuals, groups,
and business donors to the Club’s Rose
Fund support infrastructure and soil re-
plenishment, plus the planting of diverse
varieties—instead of only roses--
appropriate for our region. Restoration
efforts will position the region’s historic

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How Your Flower Show Design is Judged

When Judges are asked to judge a show, they need to know:

1. What type of show (HB pg 7 graph) -will be on front of schedule.

2. Date and Time and Location - will be on front of schedule.

3. What part will be their assigned area to judge.

4. What Top Awards are to be given- Inside schedule
Then Judges should read the schedule prior to the show and do a little research.
They should:

1. Review the Principles and Elements of Design (HB pg. 63 — 68)

2. After reading the schedule if a certain design is being requested for a class, then the
judge should look up that design and study the requirements

3. Review the point score sheet for said design

Each design has different components, so each should be judged on its own merits.
Judges look for ALL of the ABOVE then:

1. If Creative, is it? If Abstract, is it? If Traditional, is it?
Is it organized?

Is it distinct?

Eye appeal?

Fit the category?

Global Gardens engages students in school- and community
| -based gardening programs aimed at four primary goals: (1)
Students will improve their nutritional health. (2) Through the
process of scientific inquiry, students will become active learn-
ers. (3) Students will take a peaceful approach to themselves
and the world around them. (4) Students will develop the skills
and attitudes needed to become agents of change in their own lives and communities.

Science is intrinsic to gardening, and it is the core of Global Gardens’ curriculum. Our
garden-based lessons build STEM knowledge and reinforce Oklahoma science standards.
But more important than what our students learn is how they learn: through student-led in-
quiry. In Global Gardens, students’ own questions and ideas drive the activities, sparking cu-
riosity, learning motivation, and science identity.

At Global Gardens, our primary aim is to help students believe that their voices and ac-
tions are powerful. We guide them in dreaming up their gardens, setting goals, and taking
the steps to achieve them. Through hard work and perseverance, students learn that they
have the ability to make things grow. This process builds
their confidence, which turns into excitement about what
