e \Woodsy is a 13 year old male kid.
¢ \Woodsy is America’s icon for the conservation of the environment by an Act of Congress.

e The biggest environmental issue in America during the seventies, when Woodsy was born,
was littering.

e \Woodsy leaves in a tree of a national forest. He flies to the urban interface and cities raising
awareness on the importance of trees.

¢ \Woodsy encourage children to recycle, reuse, reduce and “rot” (composting).
e \Woodsy'’s birthdate is September 15.
