We exist to provide a safe and secure environment where people are able to grow in the love of Christ.

Vision Statement

Every person is created in the image of God and therefore, is a person of immense worth and significance. People are important to Jesus. The mission of The Sanctuary is to share the love of Jesus with people living without the power of God in their lives. Discipleship is our highest priority as people come to know Jesus as Lord.

We believe that this ministry is vital, in order to restore life, providing a place where a person feels safe, secure, and loved unconditionally.  We will share the Good News with people, as we provide spiritual resources that are helpful in the growth process to a mature Christian walk. So, they can be restored to wholeness with power in their lives and a desire to share their new life with their circle of influence.

For I know the plans I have for you,” declares the Lord, “plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future.
Jeremiah 29:11
This is a Discipleship School, the root word is discipline. It is for this reason you must be held accountable in all areas of life. The Sanctuary / Koinonia Discipleship is not a jail, shelter, rehab center, retirement home, daycare center or hospital; you will take care of yourself.  The staff members are not probation officers, secretaries, baby sitters, loan officers or transportation providers. The Sanctuary is a home for people serious about chasing God.

Discipleship (8 month)

We have seen a need to provide a safe environment for leading new believers into a more intimate relationship with Jesus Christ.  During this time of teaching, disciples will receive instruction on inner healing, forgiveness, unconditional love, and following Christ. Disciples will have to conform to a vigorous schedule of prayer, chores, self-study, discipleship courses, church services and community outreach. 
This is a eight month commitment for new believers in Christ. It involves teaching of the Word of God and prayer to lead people into a more intimate relationship with Christ. This time is designed to help you discover the purpose God has for your life. There is a two week probation period before total admission to ensure that the Disciple can conform to these guidelines, schedule and community living in Christ like manner.  This is a time to set the world aside in order to strengthen ones walk with the Lord.
Requirements for completion:
· Completion of Christian Bible Studies
· Faithful attendance-church/classes/prayers
· Scripture memorization, Spiritual gifts test, Ministry calling 
· Completion of Koinonia Discipleship workbook
· Complete all Koinonia level requirements. 

· Active participation of chores and maintenance at The Sanctuary.
· Completion of weekly test and final exam.

Discipleship Guidelines
1. When you see (XS) in the guidelines, it means that staff are excluded.

2. When you see highlighted numbers before the guidelines, it reflects the points the infraction      carries.
The following will not be tolerated:

1. 33 Smoking or chewing (on or off campus). This is a Christian School
2. 100 Alcohol / drug consumption/drunkenness, illegal and non-antibiotic Drugs. We have a ZERO tolerance policy.
3. 100 Sexual/Lewd conduct of any kind, fighting or violent behavior, stealing, shoplifting, vandalism. We do not tolerate any attitude of rebellion, defiance or aggression.
4. 25 Foul language will not be tolerated. This is a house of God.
5. 33 Poor attitudes, such as constant complaining, gossip, grumbling, negativity, insulting, belittling, arguing spirit, sprit of division or critical spirit. This is a house of joy, love and compassion. We have no room for anything unhealthy. If you are displaying a poor attitude you will be required to spend no less than two hours in the prayer room with only your Bible.
6. 20 If two disciples are arguing or at one another, both will be required to spend no less than two hours in the prayer room together praying and reading the Word together with nothing but their Bibles. If you are unwilling to do this with your brother/sister you will you will be placed upon a two week probation period and must serve that brother In humility during your probation time.

7. 20 Any and all secular entertainment, movies, music, etc. (All media will be monitored and approved by staff). No televisions in rooms. Television in room 101 is strictly for group sporting events and news occasionally (during free time only). 
8. 33 Please do not invite other disciple anywhere without first presenting it to the staff.

9. 15 Lying will not be tolerated. If you are cannot be honest we cannot help you grow.
Rules:

10. 15 Must sign out / in at all times.
11. 10 Must adhere to the schedule and be early at all times.
12. 20 Disciples will not leave property unless authorized by staff. (XS)
13. 15 All appointments must be authorized. (XS)
14. Job searches Mon - Fri, 8:30- 4:00. 
15. 33 All doors will be locked at 8:30 PM. All disciples are required to be in the building unless authorized by staff. (XS): 10:00 for Staff
16. 10 Disciples will be in rooms by 10:00 p.m. Lights/Noise Out at 10:30 p.m. (XS)
17. 100 No overnighters will be permitted. (XS): No overnighters with opposite sex.
18. 15 Be ready for the day: dressed, cleaned, with your Bibles, curriculum and studies, good attitude. Ready to learn, study, serve and to help out. 
19. No setting around and wasting the day away (be good stewards with your time). Always be active, growing and doing.
20. 10 Television in room 101 is only available during evening and Sunday free time until 10:00 PM.
21. 20 When watching television, movies or YouTube no media with sexual innuendos, nudity, foul language, violence, racism, homosexuality innuendos, rude or foul comments. If we can't show it to the congregation during Sunday Service, it shouldn't be watched in this building. God glorifying media only, this is a church!!!
Addressing others:
22. 10 All disciples will address others properly with respect and observe the utmost courtesy and manners demonstrating a Christ like character and attitude toward others, at all times.
23. Always place others first. Serve one another.

Chores: 

24. 10 You are expected to do your assigned chores daily and marked them off. All chores and work projects must be done to the best of your ability. Colossians 3:23. Any questions regarding work/chores should be directed towards staff.
25. 25 No complaining or arguing about chores or having to help out. No whining about what others are doing. Be faithful in your servant hood don’t worry about others.

26. 5 When chores are over, clean up work area and place all tools in proper location.

27. 15 No disciple is to be in their room during chore time (during the day).

28. 10 Not feeling like going to work or being too tired are not acceptable excuses for not working. 
Prayer Times:

29. Be reverent, this is God’s time.

30. 70 Disciples will not lay hands on or pray with members of the opposite sex.
Church / Class / Bible Studies:

31. 10 Must be on time/early to all Church services, classes, devotions and Bible studies. Attendance for all Church services, classes, prayer and Bible studies is mandatory.
32. All disciples are to sit in the first three rows of seats in the sanctuary during services
33. 15 Leaving Church services, classes or Bible studies early or during is unacceptable. You are not to leave until dismissed.  

34. 25 Work will not get in the way of evening Church services, prayer time or classes, it is your responsibility to ensure this time is protected.
35. 10 A Bible is required for all Church services, prayer, classes and Bible studies. Bring notebook and pen to take notes (expected).

36. Must attend all church services at The Sanctuary.

Counseling / Mentorship:

37. 20 Disciples are not counselors, pastors or teachers while the school. Do not cross boundaries that are not yours to cross. Love, lift and encourage. Bring problems to the leaders to handle.
38. No outside counseling while in the program unless authorized.

Curriculum:

39. 15 Disciples are expected to complete all assignments, in a timely manner and with effort. If homework is not completed you will be asked to write a two page essay on why you think it is acceptable.
40. *** If a person is not progressing in level requirements within a suitable time frame he/she may be asked to move on.   

41. Disciple will not be considered for graduation, if curriculum and requirements has not been completed.
42. 20 Do not bring curriculum, teachers, etc. into this environment without our approval.
Dress Code:

43. 10 Discipleship students are to be dressed modestly, clean and neat in appearance.
44. 10 Disciples are required to dress appropriately for church services. No sweats, pajamas, scrubs, etc. tops or bottoms, revealing or lounge around clothes. Dress nice in appearance. 
45. 10 No revealing clothing will be tolerated (daisy-dukes, short-shorts, spaghetti straps, low cut tops, sleeveless shirts, pants below waist)

46. 10 No T-shirts with secular bands, nudity, gang insignias, or rude comments.

47. 50 Discipleship students are not allowed to get tattoos, piercing or branding while in the school.

48. 15 Do not ware pajamas or sleeping wear out side of your room. 
Room Policy:

49. 15 No hanging out in your room during the day. Doors are locked from 7:45-3:30 M-F
50. 15 Sleep at night not during the day (no napping during the day, unless you are notably sick). 

51. 10 Rooms must be kept neat and organized at all times (up to our standards).
52. $175.00 will be charged to you if you are caught sleeping on your mattress without a fitted sheet or you damage your bed.
53. 80 No visitors allowed in rooms.

54. 30 Room changes will be made as staff sees fit.

55. 95 No pornography or occult material.

56. 10 Interior decorating or moving of furniture is not permitted. No stickers or pictures on furniture/walls.
57. 95 No candles or incense burning allowed.

58. 25 No toasters, microwaves, refrigerators, coffee pots or TVs in rooms.
59. 10 Snacks / unopened drinks are only allowed in the rooms if they are in a plastic sealed container/tote provided by the disciple.
60. 10 Excessively loud music is not tolerated, Christian music only in designated areas.

61. 100 You are not to be in the rooms and doorways belonging to the opposite sex.

62. Personal Belongings must be kept to a minimum and always put away orderly.

63. Women: Do Not Flush Tampons or Sanitary Napkins Down the Toilet

64. Do Not Flush anything except for Toilet Paper down the toilet.

65. Random Room Checks will be done as staff deems necessary.
66. NO PETS!!!

67. All possessions left behind will be disposed of after 72 hours of Disciple Leaving Koinonia Discipleship (unless arranged for ministry purposes only) 

Visitor Policy:

68. 80 Visitors will not be permitted in discipleship rooms. Visitors are not allowed in the residential half of the building and must use only the main entrance. Do not give any tours. (XS)
69. 40 Off-Campus visits will be determined by staff. (XS)
Dating:

70. 100 We are a Christian organization; therefore, we adhere to the Bibles teachings and sanctity of marriage.  No sexual activity of any kind, heterosexual or homosexual, is allowed for the duration of discipleship.

71. Any dating relationship, prior to enrollment, of discipleship will be put on suspension during the program. You can resume it after completion of schooling. It is due to the nature of this program that you set this time aside to focus on God, not on any other relationship. Pursuing a relationship is not advised. 
72. 50 Fellowship with the opposite sex is not to be exclusive, and accountability is to be set at all times.
73. 100 We will not tolerate and sexual innuendoes, remarks, hints, joking, stories or flirting.
Fraternization:

74. 33 As a disciple, you are not allowed to ask for money from other disciples, congregation, pastors or staff. No buying, selling, borrowing or trading is allowed.
75. 30 Confidentiality is a must of this school and what is said. Do not gossip or share any private maters to anyone for any reason. Trust is important in growth.

76. 70 Disciples are not allowed to fraternize with congregants of the opposite sex, or give and receive phone numbers.
Phone Use:
77. 15 No cell phones during classes, Church, Bible Studies, meal times, prayer time, work/chore time Etc. (do not even bring them with you).
78. I/we will not compete with the phones. If that device is your God and glued to you it will be removed or you will.
Internet:

79. Due to nature of the internet and questionable material that can be viewed, we do not allow disciples access to the internet unless authorized by staff for specific studies reasons. (XS)
80. Computer in the main office is for staff only, no exceptions.

Mail:

81. 15 Mail/Mailbox is off limits to disciples.

82. 15 Do not grab mail from the mail-man.

83. 15 Do not touch any mail that does not belong to you.

Money / Work:

84. Be responsible with your own money. You are to be a good steward with all that the Lord provides.
85. Your financial priorities in this school are:

a) Tithing

b) Your tuition

c) Other financial responsibilities

d) Fun

86. Church safe is available for storage of finances. If valuables is not placed in the safe you 
alone are responsible for any risk of lost / stolen valuables.

87. The tuition of the Koinonea Discipleship program is due on the first of the month. This is 
not tithing this is a cost. Tuition is $500.00 a month. If after the 5th 5 dollars a day will be 
added.  If you are behind one month will be asked to leave immediately.  
88. 33 Do not borrow or loan money out for any reason.
89. 15 Work will not interfere with evening classes or Sunday service.

90. 80 No working at bars, massage parlors or any other questionable locations. When        
looking for a job, seek a good / healthy environment. 
Laundry:

91. 5 Laundry will be done on designated days and times only.
92. 5 When doing laundry, be prompt at removing your clothes from the machines and laundry area.

93. 10 Do not touch other people’s belongings.

94. 5 Disciples are expected to have clean clothes.

95. 10 Laundry cannot be left in machines or laundry area overnight.

96. Koinonia Discipleship is not responsible for the damage or loss of any clothing.
Meals:

97. 10 Be on time for meals, prayer starts prompt. All are required to attend meals for fellowship, even if you are not eating, unless fasting or at work. If you miss dinner because you are not prompt, you miss dinner. (If you are fasting: use the sanctuary or prayer room only. Do not hang out in your room.)
98. 10 If you will not be at dinner with the family because of work or fasting let us know, no later than 9:00 AM. If requested we will set a plate back for you.
99. 33 No cell phones during meal times. All cell phones are to be placed in the basket with ringers off during meal times.
100. 10 Do not excuse yourself until everyone is finished eating.
101. 15 Do not leave dinning area until everything is cleaned, picked up and cleaned.
102. 20 Everyone is expected to participate in doing the dishes and cleaning up after Sunday Fellowship Meal and dinner every night.
103. 10 Clean all of your dishes after breakfast and lunch.

104. 10 No cooking outside of meal times on the schedule.
105. We cook one dinner not multiple dinners, another words eat what is served.

106. 10 Food and drink in dining area only.
107. 10 All personal items in the refrigerator must be in the supplied container.(NO PLASTIC BAGS). The refrigerators are the churches and are community refrigerators (whatever enters is for everyone).
108. $100.00 of the tuition is for the cost of food, due on the first of the month (in full). It can be in food card form (with the card and PIN), cash or a mix. Any and all food assistance cost will be used at the discretion of the Koinonea staff only. The staff or appointed representative will do the shopping for the school. If food cards are used for any portion of this cost, the food card will be handed over with the pin number, if this is unacceptable cash will be the only other alternative that we accept.
Vehicles:

109. 25 Personal vehicles will be used only for work and approved errands / appointments (not for continuous running). (XS)
110. Vehicles are to be parked only in the back of the lot if the space is needed.
111. Koinonia Discipleship is not responsible for the maintenance, damage, loss of any vehicle parked on the property.
112. You are responsible for your own transportation; we are not a taxi service. Modes of transportation include; city bus, bicycle, cab.
113. Do not ask for rides from the opposite sex. (XS)
Personal Hygiene:

114. 10 Showers are required daily. Brush teeth, comb hair, shave, etc. take care of your self properly. 
115. 10 Clean bathrooms/sinks/showers up after yourself.

116. 5 Always have a neat/clean appearance.

117. Ladies, don’t overdo the makeup, no need. 1 Timothy 2:9
118. 10 Do your laundry, clean presentable clothes are required.

119. 15 Be ready, dressed and prepared for the day before devotions in the morning. If you need extra time to get ready get up early.
Disciplinary Actions:

We believe that everyone makes mistakes and we want to give Disciples a chance to correct situations/behavior before further problems arise.  As staff and directors, we are entrusted with the overall wellbeing and success of this ministry and of every Disciple. 
· If we notice an intentional trend/rebellion/defiance of rules established the Disciple will be required to leave Koinonia Discipleship.

· If a Disciple has no intention of conforming to the school we are offering he/she will be asked to leave. This does include chores, curriculum, schedule, paying tuition, etc. 
· Disciple could be considered not guaranteed for re-entry in 30 days, but will start from the beginning of the program.
· The point system is this: Everyone starts at 0 points then when infractions are accumulated to 100 points the Disciple will be asked to move on. The points are based upon severity of how we see the infraction and our tolerance to the infraction. We will not beg disciples to observe the guidelines we have established.
· We will not negotiate our guidelines, curriculums, schedule etc. for any reason each one is set in place for a distinct purpose.
75- 100 accumulated strict probation 
10 points will be deducted a week to allow you to get back to zero. We are all about moving forward, if you are unwilling to become compliant we cannot help you move forward.
The regulations that we have are not strenuous for individuals that have their minds set on achieving self discipline and maturity in Christ and in relation to being a responsible individual. Without discipline and self-control there is no disciple…
