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Thanks to all those who joined in the Renew My ©
Church presentation and Ice Cream Social at St.
Gregory’s on Sunday, August 25. We have
posted a link on the home page of the parish
website, www.stgertrudechicago.org, to the
PowerPoint presentation from that event for
anyone who would like to see it.

Today (Sunday) after the 10:30 am Masses, the
first inquiry session for any adult interested in
learning more about the Catholic Church will be
held. These sessions are part of the Rite of
Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA.) As such,
they are meant to be opportunities for those
looking for information about the church,
seeking answers to questions, and as a first step for those considering joining the Catholic Church. Everyone
is welcome! And if you know someone who might be interested, please be sure to pass on the invitation.

This Thursday, September 12, the Refugee Committee invites everyone to a presentation in the Social Hall at
7:00 pm. This is a great opportunity to hear from those on the frontlines of this ongoing national crisis about
the challenges and hopes for the future.

Once again last weekend, there was another mass shooting in Texas. As members of Congress return, now is
the time to contact your own representatives and demand that background checks be required of all gun
owners—regardless of where they purchase their guns. And if, God willing, the restrictions for assault
weapons comes up, demand as well that these weapons of war—with no place in a civilized society—be
outlawed. It is a mystery to me how anyone can claim to be the party in favor of life when they resist all
attempts to protect the citizens of this nation from the daily violence of the gun addiction in this country. It is
untrue to say you are pro-life but are willing to do nothing to stop the daily violence in our nation from guns.

Soon we will be gearing up for our annual call for new ministers/volunteers. Please start giving some thought
to how you might be more involved in the parish, as your schedule allows. We have a need for liturgical
ministers, as well as openings in many of the parish ministries. Active involvement not only helps the parish,
but it is also a great way to meet new people and get to know the community better and feel closer to it.

A mini update on the Ministry Center. Most of the floors have been sanded, stained, and re-finished. And one
group of chairs has had their seat and back cushions reupholstered. Now we’re trying to get the painting and
lighting upgrades done. Like so many “home improvement” projects, these things always seem to take way
longer than anyone expected.

A special thanks to all those who stopped by the Social Hall after Mass last Sunday to donate blood! St.
Gertrude’s has a long history of sharing the gift of life with those in need. Giving blood is one of those
activities no one can do for you, yet benefits so many!

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Growing in Faith

The readings this Sunday speak to me of making
choices in light of God’s will, God’s priorities. As |
reflect on my experience of facing significant
decisions, I am drawn to a favorite poem by Denise
Levertov called “The Thread”. Here are the
beginning and the end sections of the poem:

“Something is very gently,
pulling at me-a thread

or net of threads
finer than cobweb and as
elastic. I haven't tried

the strength of it.

Not fear

but a stirring

of wonder makes me

catch my breath when [ feel

the tug of it when I thought

it had loosened itself and gone.’

’

This poem invites me into a space opened out by
abundance, a welcoming space in which to make
choices. The scripture for today could leave one with
a feeling of scarcity, of God’s wisdom, of our power
to love. The language in the poem describes for me
how I experience God’s wisdom in my life, i.e.,
God’s drawing me to God’s self, felt as a tug or a
pull, or the joy of feeling gently tethered to God, not
by a barbed hook, but through a stirring of wonder.

Of course, the challenge
remains to create the space of
stillness and reflection in order
to access, to feel this elusive
thread that will not loosen itself
from us.

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What is a Catechist?

Have you been thinking of a way to give back or
make connections at St. Gertrude? Consider
becoming a catechist! Catechists teach Religious
Education classes, which at St. Gertrude are offered
to children in grades 1-8. Classes are taught on
Sunday mornings from 9:00-10:15 am. Other
catechists teach brief lessons of faith based on the
Sunday readings in our Kids Word program. This
takes place during the 10:30 am Masses in Church
and is for children in grades K-4.

The goal of catechists is to share their faith and the
lessons of God and Jesus by creating age-appropriate
lessons, teach the traditions of the church, and build
community with the families of their students.
Catechists are usually not professional teachers, just
willing parents and parishioners who enjoy kids and
want to help them grow in a personal relationship
with God, participate in the sacraments, and develop
a mature conscience and integrate faith in all areas of
their lives.

Candidates must either be Virtus-certified or willing
to take training that educates participants on the
signs of child sexual abuse, the methods and means
by which offenders commit abuse, how to
prevent it, and submit to a background check.

Classes begin today, Sunday, September 8. We are
still in need of parents to serve as catechists and
Kids Word leaders. Please consider offering your
time and talents to help our young people learn about
and grow in their faith. If you have any questions,
please reach out to Family Minister Jim Potthast at
jpotthast@stgertrudechicago.org.

Interested in Being Catholic?

The Rite of Christian Initiation of Adults (RCIA) is
a process by which adults learn more about the
Catholic Church. This free program begins on
Sunday, September 8 after the 10:30 am Mass in the
Ministry Center and meets until Pentecost.

Many people who begin RCIA are non-Catholics
seeking to become Catholic or at least to explore
whether Catholicism might be a good home. Those
who complete the process and decide to become
Catholic are initiated into the Church at the Easter
Vigil Mass on Holy Saturday. Others who take
RCIA are already Catholic but want a deeper
understanding of their faith foundation.

The RCIA process does not ask those who have
been baptized in another faith to give up their
denominational experiences. Rather, the RCIA
process seeks to add new colors and designs to their
existing faith life tapestry. In addition to attending
Mass, the RCIA process includes weekly gatherings
of breaking open the Word of God, sharing our
stories, and learning about our faith traditions.
