Water/Waste Water Report- Tracy Milke:  All routine water samples were good. 6 disconnects, 4  connects, 8  locates,10 re-reads 
and read and leave on. Replaced 2 meters. Pumped approximately 20,611,188 gallons an average of 664,887 gal. daily. 
The Water System is near completion. Only a few issues remain to be cleaned up. Jetted 2 blocks of sewer main. 
 
 
Utility Foremen’s Report – Doug Goracke -  3 service calls. Water line on NW corner of 136 & 50 found, Weber tap moved relocated 
and hooked up. Parts here for U Stop water tap. Several Transformers due to show up in next couple of weeks. Set new pole for 
NAPA riser. Redesigning Power Plant project.
