You must be a ORCHA member to show. NRCHA memberships are not required.

All classes deemed as NRCHA on the entry form shall be governed and judged by the 
current NRCHA rules and regulations. The exceptions are found in the ORCHA classes 
and details can be found in the Class Descriptions and Rules under this tab on the 
website. Proper western attire is required for all, such as a western hat or helmet, long 
sleeve button down collared shirt, jeans, and boots. Chaps, chinks or leggings are not 
required but encouraged. NRCHA approved horse headgear guidelines are 
applicable in classes deemed as such.   
 

Show set up Friday, 6/19 at 5pm at EOTEC main arena.  
Show Day Check-in OPENs at 7:00am (located in the announcers booth, see map 
below for locations.) 
Riders meeting at 7:45am in arena.  
Herd work at 8:00am sharp.

PRE ENTER for a $25 PER CLASS discount. 
PRE ENTRIES OPEN June 5th, (Friday) at 8am.  
PRE ENTRIES CLOSE June 12th, (Friday) at midnight.  
To qualify for a $25 discount per class you must be entered within this time frame.  
ENTRY DEADLINE is June 17th, (Wednesday) at midnight.

JACKPOT:  
CASH Only!! When entering, select the jackpot option for each class that you would 
like to enter in. Fees will not be collected at the time of entry. Pay Show Secretary at 
check in the morning of the show. Payout will be in cash at the end of the show. 100% 
payout will be done in accordance with the NRCHA payout guidelines. As scores 
come in, the office will begin payout.   
 
ADDED MONEY: There will be $1,000.00 added money plus buckles for the June Show. 
Progressive payout schedule for Open, NonPro, Cutting, and SR. & JR. Green Horse 
classes. Buckles for 1K Limited, Greener than Grass, Youth and Peewee high point 
earners. $250 for Open, $250 for NP, $250 for Cutting and $250 for the SR. & JR. Green 
Horse. Progressive: 2 entries $100, 3 entries $150, 4 or more entries $250.  
 

PENS/OVERNIGHT STAYS: 
Please contact EOTEC office at 541-289-9800 to reserve a pen/overnight stay. Stalls 
$30/night (you bring shavings) Overnight hookup $40/night (power and water)

CATTLE CLASSES:  
Scratching after the cattle are ordered (when entries close) forfeits cattle fees in all 
classes (NO REFUNDS FOR CATTLE); scratch after draws forfeits all fees in all classes 
(NO REFUND PERIOD). Scratching out of a class to add to another class at check in at 
the show is a $30 change fee and will be added to the bottom of the draw.

The reined cow horse sport includes strenuous physical activity 
from both horse and rider, unpredictability of cattle, horses and arena footing, the 
close proximity of horses and riders, and various other unknown circumstances and 
happenings common to activities of this kind.
