Winterberry Michigan Native

Also known as Michigan Holly, found in moist soils-occasionally
drier soils-casy to grow, small white [lowers, but look out when it
comes to [all its slender branches are covered with small red berries
that remain into winter giving color o the landscape, wildhile.

Asparagus, Jersey Giant

A malc hybrid garden plant. Its energy goes mto producing spears
rather that seeds as with female plants. A very productive plant:
yiclds 2-1 times more spears than older varietes. It is also discase
resistant, which 1s a bonus.

Blucberry: Bluecrop/Earliblue one of each plant
A great blucherry plant lor colder chmates. Produces big clusters of
large, all-purpose berries Cold-hardy. Ripens in July. Earliblue are
sweet and firm.

Grapes, Concord

Vigorous and hardy, idcal for jelly and juice.

Grapes, Niagara

Popular white grape, excellent [lavor, table use and wines.

Raspberries, Red Heritage

Harvest starts i carly fall and will last until extremely cold weather.
Prefers a soil pH ol 5.6-6.2. Fertilize garden with 10-10-10 lerthzer
or compost.

Strawberries, Seascape

A day ncutral type of strawberry vanety. It 1s noteworthy for lugh
flavor, lugh yicld, large fruit size, irmness, symmetry, altractive
appearance and {lexibility in planting requirements.
