Job Duties: The purpose of this position is to learn and perform all facets of Line Service operations. This
includes fueling aircraft, routine airport maintenance, and other duties as assigned. This position will work
under FBO Manager. Employee shall fully learn the trade of aircraft refueling to include how to operate
nozzles, measure fuel quantities in storage, check fuel quality, and interact with pilots and aircraft.

PHYSICAL DEMANDS: The physical demands described here represent those that must be by an
employee in order to successfully perform the daily functions of this job. Reasonable accommodations may
be made to enable employees with disabilities to perform the daily functions. During the performance and
duties of this position, the employee is frequently required to stand, walk, sit, and use hands to handle or
feel objects, tools, or controls; reach with hands and arms; and talk or hear.
