¢ Construction can be of any type of structure — each entry is given the opportunity to be as creative as
they wish to be. All structures need to comply with width and length guidelines. Gingerbread structures
may be houses, train stations, barns, birdhouses, lighthouses, bridges, ships, or other imaginative
dwellings. Kits are welcome.

* Judges decisions are final; winners will be announced on Monday December 9%, 2024, via the Uniquely

e All entries must be dropped off, completed and ready to be judged by 8:59 am on Saturday December
7th, 2024. Judging will begin at 9:00 a.m. and conclude at the beginning of the parade.
