Memorandum of Understanding & Release of Liability
Pasquotank Animal Services & Adoption Center (“Pasquotank Animal Services”) enters into this Memorandum of Understanding with the volunteer. This document outlines the responsibilities and understanding between both parties as follows.​
1. Services
Pasquotank Animal Services provides various services to its citizens through many programs, some of which are enhanced through the assistance of volunteers. PAS agrees to provide appropriate training for each volunteer assignment. By providing services to PAS, volunteers gain firsthand knowledge of their community and help enrich the lives of fellow citizens and animals.​
2. Compensation
Volunteer service is strictly voluntary. Volunteers will receive no wages, salary, or other compensation for these services.​
3. Confidentiality
Volunteers acknowledge the importance of maintaining the confidentiality of any information contained in records or obtained through observation or discussion during a volunteer assignment. Volunteers understand that confidentiality requirements may be governed by law and that improper disclosure could result in criminal or civil liability.​
4. Termination
Pasquotank Animal Services may terminate a volunteer’s service at any time upon notice to the volunteer. Likewise, volunteers may end their service at any time by notifying PAS that they will no longer provide services. Volunteers may request a different assignment if they are uncomfortable with their current assignment.​
5. Release of Liability
Volunteers release and discharge Pasquotank Animal Services, its officers, employees, agents, and assigns from any and all liability for claims or causes of action of any kind, including but not limited to losses, injuries, damages, costs, or attorneys’ fees arising from personal injury, wrongful death, property damage, or other damages that may result directly or indirectly from volunteer services.​
6. Relationship Between PAS and Volunteer
Acceptance of a volunteer assignment does not create an employer–employee relationship between Pasquotank Animal Services and the volunteer. Volunteers acknowledge that they serve at their own risk and that PAS does not provide insurance of any kind for the benefit of volunteers. Volunteers accept and assume all risks associated with participation in the Volunteer Program and may refuse any assignment they believe to be unsafe.​
7. Driving Privileges
Volunteers are not permitted to operate vehicles owned by Pasquotank Animal Services.​
8. Consent, Waiver, and Release for Photo/Media
Volunteers grant Pasquotank Animal Services the right to use their name and/or photograph in print, digital, and other media for recruitment, reporting, and public relations purposes. Any such photograph may be used without prior examination or approval of the finished product. Volunteers waive any right to privacy in this context and understand that no financial compensation will be provided for such use.​
9. Age Requirements
Volunteers must be at least 16 years of age to participate in the Volunteer Program.​
10. Acknowledgment and Agreement
By signing below, the volunteer acknowledges that Pasquotank Animal Services is permitting them to serve as a volunteer under the terms and conditions stated in this Memorandum of Understanding & Release of Liability.​

Volunteer Do’s and Don’ts
Do’s
· Assist kennel technicians with daily duties (feeding and cleaning of dogs and cats).
· Walk dogs.
· Socialize cats.
· Wash dishes.
· Wash and refill litter pans.
· Sort newspapers.
· Put away clean dishes.
· Sweep and mop areas as needed.
· Take trash to the dump as directed.
· Scoop play yards.
· Clean up after any animals you take out.
· Inform the Director of anything concerning you observe.​
Don’ts
· Do not enter areas marked STAFF ONLY. These restrictions are for your safety and the safety of the animals.
· We do not offer to volunteer on Sundays unless pre-arranged with the Director/Assistant Director.
· Do not give excessive treats or outside food to animals. PAS aims to keep animals healthy and avoid upset stomachs.
· If a cage or kennel is marked STAFF ONLY, respect that it is for staff access only.​

Volunteer Expectations
Volunteers must be able to:​
· Walk dogs and pick up feces in common walking areas or play yards.
· Scoop and wash litter boxes.
· Clean and disinfect cages and kennels as needed.
· Wash dishes, food bowls, and water bowls.
· Sweep and mop as needed.
· Brush and bathe animals as needed.
· Assist with the general upkeep of Pasquotank Animal Services.
· Socialize animals when other tasks are completed.​
