Church Etiquette: Honoring the Divine Liturgy
10 Things We Should Avoid During Divine Liturgy

To preserve the holiness and reverence of Divine Liturgy, we kindly ask everyone to observe
these practices:

Do not talk during the service. Maintain silence and
prayerful attention.

Turn off mobile phones. Do not text or make phone

calls inside the church.

Do not save seats. Please allow everyone to find their g«
place respectfully.

Do not chew gum in church.

Help children remain calm and respectful.

Dress modestly and respectfully for worship.

Do not receive Holy Communion if you arrive after the Gospel reading.
Avoid walking in front of the priest during the service.

Avoid conversations or social visiting inside the sanctuary.

Avoid social hugging and kissing during Divine Liturgy.

Maintaining a Spirit of Worship
The Divine Liturgy is a sacred time for prayer, reflection, and communion with God. Silence,
reverence, and attentiveness allow everyone to participate deeply in worship.

Socializing—such as talking, texting, greeting friends, hugging, or kissing—can distract
others from prayer and should be reserved for coffee hour and fellowship after the service.
Respectful Devotional Practices

Venerating Icons and the Cross: When kissing icons, the cross, or the priest’s hand,
please ensure lipstick is blotted to protect sacred items.

No Distractions: Avoid using phones or engaging in side conversations.

Remain Until the Final Blessing: After receiving Holy Communion, remain in church until
the final dismissal and blessing.

Let us keep the church a place of prayer, peace, and reverence for all who come to worship.
