Since we were not able to celebrate the Easter Vigil, we also were not able to
welcome those who completed the RCIA. We are now able to celebrate these Rites of
Christian Initiation of Adults, and so this Thursday morning we will be welcoming the
members of the Pacheco-Quillen family into the Church as they receive Baptism,
Confirmation and Holy Communion. Congratulations to Laura, Kelsie, Christian,
Agustin and Brianna. We are so happy to welcome you to our family!!

This weekend the parents of our PREP students begin to pick-up the packets for
the “at-home” experience of Religious Ed that we will use for the first semester. We
decided not to place another burden on parents by having them bring their children to
our Religious Ed Center, since we would have to develop a scattered schedule in order
to maintain the healthy distancing guidelines. It seemed more prudent to give the
parents the books and other materials so that their children could learn at home at their
own pace, without the need to transport them. Our catechists have been working hard
to prepare materials that will enhance and supplement the textbooks and will be in
weekly contact with every family. This will enable us to assist families and keep them
connected to the parish, while respecting the tremendous changes that have occurred in
the regular educational system. Our parents and students have so many demands
placed upon them, and we did not want to add to this. Please pray for them as they
work to deepen the faith of the entire family.

We also realized that we would not be able to give the children who would
normally prepare for First Penance and First Holy Communion the necessary attention
and same experience that was so successful last year. Even if we will be able to
resume in-person classes in January, there would not be enough time to have the same
quality of program they deserve. For this reason, we decided to postpone the reception
of these sacraments until next year. We will then, God willing, have a group in second
grade and a group in third grade who will prepare for Reconciliation and Eucharist.
This slight postponement will enable them to have quality preparation and not an
abbreviated, inferior experience. Please pray for all our youth and ask God to bless
them during these different and often difficult times.

Esto nos permitira ayudar
a las familias y mantenerlas conectadas con la parroquia, respetando los tremendos
cambios que han ocurrido en el sistema educativo regular. Nuestros padres y estudiantes
tienen tantas exigencias que se les imponen y no quisimos agregar mas. Ore por ellos
mientras trabajan para profundizar la fe de toda la familia.

También nos dimos cuenta de que no podriamos dar a los nifios que normalmente se
prepararian para la Primera Penitencia y la Primera Comunion la atencion necesaria y la
misma experiencia que tuvo tanto éxito el afio pasado.

Entonces, si Dios quiere, tendremos un grupo en
segundo grado y un grupo en tercer grado que se prepararan para la reconciliacion y la
eucaristia. Este ligero aplazamiento les permitira tener una preparacion de calidad y no
una experiencia inferior abreviada. Ore por todos nuestros jovenes y pida a Dios que los
bendiga durante estos tiempos diferentes y a menudo dificiles.

A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS
HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly

“Seek the Lord while he may be found, call him while he is near. Let the scoundrel
forsake his way and the wicked his thoughts, let him turn to the Lord for mercy, to our
God who is generous in forgiving... What if | wish to give the last the same as you? Or
am | not free to do as | wish with my own money? Are you envious because | am
generous?”

Last week, the scriptures focused on forgiveness and the sin of anger. Today another capital
sin, envy, provides food for thought. How often the expression ‘| don’t get mad, | just get even’
is spoken.

Does envy, jealousy sneak into my heart? As | see the good fortune of someone, do | consider
why him and not me? Do | celebrate the blessing someone else receives, or do | enjoy the
good one experiences, seeing it as a gift of God, a God who is generous in forgiving?

God’s word each week is directed to me, for my own spiritual well-being. The God of the
scripture today speaks to my heart.
