THOUGHTS FROM FR. G 

The Christmas Season officially ends with today’s Feast of the Baptism of the Lord. 

But as I mentioned in my homily, we should really celebrate the coming of the Lord every 

day of the year. Even as we put away the decorations and finish the Christmas sweets, we 

still should strive to welcome the Lord into our lives every day and in every situation. I 

pray that the peace and joy of Christmas will remain with you all year! 
 

Each parish in the Diocese of Wilmington is a Non-Profit Religious Corporation 

under Delaware or Maryland law governed by trustees. Trustees assist the pastor in his 

oversight of parish management and review all major decisions about the funds and 

property of the parish. Their consultation is required for: (a) the acquisition, lease, and sale 

of real estate and other major assets; (b) execution of contracts involving major financial 

commitment; (c) borrowing money and incurring financial liability. There are five (5) 

Parish Trustees. Three are ex-officio members and two are elected trustees. The ex-officio 

trustees are the Diocesan Bishop, the Chancellor of the Diocese, and the Pastor. Two other 

trustees are elected each year as members of the Parish Corporation. They are elected at an 

open meeting for a 1-year term that can be renewed for up to 3 consecutive terms by the 

Pastor.  Generally, the trustees do not have regular meetings but are convened by the pastor 

as circumstances require.  

 

Due to the restrictions placed on gatherings because of the pandemic, we will not be 

able to hold the Annual Meeting of the Corporation and election of trustees for our parish 

this January. For the past several years, Maria Heyssel and Anthony Policastro have served 

as elected trustees for our parish and I have asked Maria and Anthony to continue serving 

in their role as Trustee until such time as we are able to hold an election. I want to express 

my gratitude to them for their help and guidance to me during this past year and their 

willingness to remain serving the parish during these difficult times.  
 

We do not automatically send out a contribution statement for tax purposes. If you 

need one, please contact the office (parishoffice@ollseaford.org or 629-3591) and we will 

be happy to provide you with one. Speaking of contributions, it would be a great kindness 

to those who process your donations if you please not tape or staple the collection 

envelopes. We must separate envelopes according to their purpose so that we can properly 

record your donations, and it makes the process a lot easier of they are not attached or taped 

shut. Thank you so much for your consideration and generosity!

La temporada navideña termina oficialmente con la Fiesta del Bautismo del Señor de 

hoy.

Cada parroquia de la Diócesis de Wilmington es una corporación religiosa sin fines de 

lucro según las leyes de Delaware o Maryland gobernadas por fideicomisarios. Los 

fideicomisarios ayudan al párroco en su supervisión de la gestión parroquial y revisan todas las 

decisiones importantes sobre los fondos y la propiedad de la parroquia. Su consulta es 

necesaria para: (a) la adquisición, arrendamiento y venta de bienes raíces y otros activos 

importantes; (b) ejecución de contratos que impliquen un compromiso financiero importante; 

(c) pedir dinero prestado e incurrir en pasivos financieros. Hay cinco (5) administradores 

parroquiales. Tres son miembros ex-oficio y dos son administradores electos. Los 

fideicomisarios de oficio son el Obispo Diocesano, el Canciller de la Diócesis y el Pastor. 

Otros dos fideicomisarios son elegidos cada año como miembros de la Corporación Parroquial. 

Son elegidos en una reunión abierta por un período de 1 año que el Pastor puede renovar por 

hasta 3 períodos consecutivos. Generalmente, los fideicomisarios no tienen reuniones 

regulares, pero son convocados por el pastor según lo requieran las circunstancias.  

 

Debido a las restricciones impuestas a las reuniones debido a la pandemia, no podremos 

realizar la Reunión Anual de la Corporación ni la elección de los fideicomisarios de nuestra 

parroquia en enero. Durante los últimos años, Maria Heyssel y Anthony Policastro se han 

desempeñado como fideicomisarios electos de nuestra parroquia y les he pedido a María y 

Anthony que continúen sirviendo en su función de fideicomisarios hasta que podamos celebrar 

una elección. Quiero expresarles mi gratitud por su ayuda y orientación durante este año 

pasado y su voluntad de seguir sirviendo a la parroquia durante estos tiempos difíciles.  
 

No enviamos automáticamente una declaración de contribución a efectos fiscales. Si 

necesita uno, comuníquese con la oficina (parishoffice@ollseaford.org o 629-3591) y 

estaremos encantados de proporcionarle uno. Hablando de contribuciones, sería muy amable 

para quienes procesan sus donaciones si por favor no peguen con cinta adhesiva ni engrapen 

los sobres de la colección. Debemos separar los sobres de acuerdo con su propósito para que 

podamos registrar adecuadamente sus donaciones, y hace que el proceso sea mucho más fácil 

ya que no están pegados o pegados con cinta adhesiva. ¡Muchas gracias por su consideración y 

generosidad!

The Baptism of the Lord 

Today, we celebrate the Baptism of the Lord!  

The origin and foundation of Christian Baptism is Jesus. Before starting his 

public ministry, Jesus submitted himself to the baptism given by John the 

Baptist. The waters did not purify him; he cleansed the waters. “He comes 

to sanctify the Jordan for our sake . . . to begin a new creation through the 

Spirit and water” (St. Gregory Nazianzen, Liturgy of the Hours, I, 634). 

Jesus’ immersion in the water is a sign for all human beings of the need to 

die to themselves to do God’s will. Jesus did not need to be baptized 

because he was totally faithful to the will of his Father and free from sin. 

However, he wanted to show his solidarity with human beings in order to 

reconcile them to the Father. By commanding his disciples to baptize all 

nations, he established the means by which people would die to sin—

Original and actual—and begin to live a new life with God.

First Reading: Isaiah 42:1-4, 6-7 
Isaiah tells of the Lord’s Servant, who will 
be inconspicuous, but will not rest until 
justice is established.  The Lord then tells 
his servant that he was formed to be “a 
light for the nations.”  
 
Second Reading: Acts 10:34-38 
Peter speaks to a group of pagans for the 
first time. He explains to them that any 
person who follows God’s will is acceptable 
to God, regardless of nationality. 
 
Gospel: Mark 1:7-11 
John  the Baptist  had claimed one would 
come far more powerful than himself, one 
who would baptize with the Holy Spirit 
rather than water.  When Jesus came to 
John and was baptized, the Spirit 
descended on him and a voice said, “You 
are my beloved Son. On you my favor 
rests.” 

 

Primera Lectura: Isaías 42:1-4, 6-7 
Isaías habla del siervo del Señor, quien 
será discreto, pero que no descansará 
hasta que se haga justicia.

“One more powerful than I is to come after me. I am not fit to stoop and 
untie his sandal straps.

The familiar scene... the meeting of the cousins, the theme of John’s preaching, 
pointing out the person of the Christ. The beginning of the ministry of Jesus. The 
clouds part, the dove of peace descends and the reassuring voice, another epiphany. 
 
We celebrate our baptism, when the Lord reaches down to us, elevates us, making us 
members of His family, fills us with the gift of grace, and echoes the same words, ‘you 
are my beloved, on you my favor rests.’ Jesus began His ministry on the banks of the 
river, and we begin our lives as disciples, not just the day of our baptism, but again 
today as we offer thanks for God coming to us with His grace.
