We still are restricted in the number of people we can safely accommodate in Church,
and there are still a lot of people who are at risk and have not received a vaccine. As is
our “new normal”, all of our Masses will be live-streamed and available for later
viewing on our Facebook page. Due to the limited number of people who are able to
attend Mass, we have reduced the amount of palm we normally order and ask that each
person only take 2 strips. Any of the blessed palm that is left over after the Masses will
be available in the office lobby during the week.

Next weekend we also will attempt to return to our full-size printed bulletins from
the outside company who was doing them before the pandemic. Naturally, we will also
continue to post them on our website and send you a copy via email. If you are not
receiving our emails, please let the office know your current email address so we can
update our list.

Many people have been sending in the envelope with their donations for Easter
Flowers, indicating in whose memory they are making the donation. We will be
printing those names in our bulletin for Easter, so | encourage you to get them in to us
so we can acknowledge that a contribution to our Easter Flowers has been made in
memory of your loved ones. Please print clearly so we can read the names.

The number of people who have received the two doses of the Coronavirus
vaccine is increasing, and with it the number of people who wish to come to Mass.
Sadly, we still are not able to accommodate a greater number of people in our church
and maintain the healthy distancing that is required. Since the bishop still is giving a
dispensation from the obligation to come on Sunday, | suggest that, for any who are
able, you come to a Mass during the week and receive Holy Communion. This will
give those who are not able to come during the week the opportunity to receive Holy
Communion. It certainly would be an act of love for others and still give you the
consolation of the sacrament. | am sure that God will bless you for thinking of others
and loving them in this way.

corazon amoroso de su madre. Por medio de la Encarnacion de
Cristo. Dios eligié compartir plena e intimamente nuestra humanidad v erear un puente entre Dios
v el hombre, para que podamos vivir juntos.

La Iglesia nos ensena que “el Hijo de Dios con su encarnacion se ha unido. en cierto modo. ¢on todo
hombre.™ Dios deseaba vivir entre nosotros, como uno de nosotros, para traernos la salvacion.

En esta verdad “se revela a la humanidad no solo amor infinito de Dios... sino también el valor
incomparable de cada persona humana.™

Cada uno de nosotros esti hecho a imagen y semejanza de nuestro Creador para compartir la vida
de Dios. Esta realidad “manifiesta la grandeza y valor de la vida humana™" La persona humana “es
manifestacion de Dios en el mundo. signo de su presencia, resplendor de su gloria™' ereados por

el amor del Padre. cada uno de nosotros lleva “una huella indeleble de Dios™" Al compartir nuestra
humanidad. Cristo nos invita a compartir su divinidad para que podamos vivir ¢on €l por toda la
eternidad.

el Evangelio de la vida son el iinico e indivisible Evangelio.™ Por medio del descenso de Cristo a la
tierra. Dios nos eleva a las alturas del cielo. Que podamos reconocer que proclamar el Evangelio de
la vida es proclamar a Cristo, aquel que vivid entre nosotros.
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The Annunciation celebrates the visit of the angel Gabriel to the
Virgin Mary to inform her that she was to be the mother of Jesus.
On this great feast day, we not only recall Mary’s courageous
“ves” to God. we also celebrate the Incarnation of Christ. our
Savior. For it was there. in the womb of a woman. nine months
before the celebration of the manger. that “the Word became
flesh and made his dwelling among us” (John 1:14).

The celebration of the Annunciation coincides with the
anniversary of the papal encyclical Evangelinm vitae (The Gospel
of Life). This prophetic document on the dignity and inviolability
of every human life was put forth by Pope John Paul I on the
Solemnity of the Annunciation in 1995, The intimate connection
of these two events highlights a profound reality about the
identity and value of every human person.

Luke’s Gospel tells us that by the power of the Holy Spirit.
Christ would be conceived within the womb of Mary. It was
there, in the womb of the Blessed Mother. that Christ first took
on human flesh and made his dwelling among us. Like us, the
unborn child Jesus grew and developed beneath the shelter of
his mother’s loving heart. Through Christ’s Incarnation. God
chose to share fully and intimately in our humanity and bridge all distance between God and man.
so that we may dwell together.

The Church teaches us that “by His incarnation the Son of God has united Himself in some fashion
with every man.™ God desired to dwell among us. as one of us, in order to bring us salvation. This
truth “reveals to humanity not only the boundless love of God... but also the incomparable value of
every human person.™

Each of us is made in the image and likeness of our Creator. to share in the very life of God himself.
This reality “reveals the greatness and the inestimable value of human life.™ The human person

is “a manifestation of God in the world. a sign ol his presence. a trace of his glory.™ Created
through the love of the Father, each one of us bears “an indelible imprint of God.™ By sharing in our
humanity. Christ invites us to share in his divinity, that we might dwell with him for eternity.

Therefore, “the Gospel of God's love for man. the Gospel of the dignity of the person and the Gospel
of life are a single and indivisible Gospel.™ Through Christ’s descent to earth God desires to raise

each one of us to the heights of heaven. May we recognize that to proelaim the Gospel of Life is to
proclaim Christ, the one who made kis diwcelling among us.

A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS
HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly

“So, they took away the stone. And Jesus raised his eyes and said, ‘Father |
thank you for hearing me. | know that you always hear me but because of
the crowd here | have said this, that they may believe that you sent me.’
And when he had said this, he cried out in a loud voice, ‘Lazarus come out.”
The bond of Jesus and the family of Martha, Mary and Lazarus was special. The
sisters offered the gift of friendship, hospitality, with an eagerness to listen to
Jesus. The death of their brother prompted Jesus’ visit and tears. Jesus restored
his friend’s life.

The same miracle of Jesus takes place when we seek His forgiveness, express

our own sorrow and are willing to forgive others. Forgiveness is a great power
we all possess, but sometimes are slow or hesitate to use it. As with Lazarus,

forgiveness produces new life in us and for others. As we continue our Lenten
journey may | ask for forgiveness and be ready to forgive someone else.
