THOUGHTS FROM FR. G

| met virtually with the Pastoral Council this past week, and we discussed a number of
items. In reviewing the numbers who are attending Mass each weekend, we observed that a
large number of our Spanish-speaking parishioners are coming. In fact, we are having to turn
people away from the 10:30 bi-lingual Mass as it is reaching capacity before Mass even
begins. The English Masses (Saturday 5pm and Sunday 8am) have been at less than half of
capacity and so we are able to accommodate all of our English-speaking parishioners. In order
to help ease the crowding at 10:30 Mass, | have accepted the recommendation of the Council
and we will reinstitute the 12:30 pm Mass in Spanish, beginning next Sunday, February 7,
while continuing to celebrate the 10:30 Mass in Spanish and English. It is still recommended
that those in the more “vulnerable” categories (over 65, underlying health issues, etc.) not
come to church, since the bishop has extended the dispensation from the obligation of Sunday
Mass. Once more people are able to receive the vaccination, we should see a decrease in the
number of cases and the risks should lower. | look forward to being able to welcome all back
to church without restrictions after the pandemic ends!

The Council also discussed a complaint I received about the lack of available rest rooms
in church. Members observed that, in order to contain the spread of COVID, the restrooms
would have to be sanitized after each use. Since we are a small parish and do not have the
money to hire someone to do this, it is not possible to open the restrooms and ensure your
safety. Even with someone volunteering to clean after Mass, it would not keep them
disinfected after each use. The members of the Pastoral Council advised that we continue to
keep the rest rooms closed for the time being and encourage anyone who has medical issues
that require frequent use of the facilities to remain at home and follow us virtually.

There were a number of very positive reactions to the music during our Christmas
Masses, and the members of the Council were very supportive of exploring the possibility of
doing this again, definitely for the Triduum and possible during the Sunday Masses as well.
Our wonderful volunteers from Christmas are open to this, and | will be discussing the
possibilities with them. I will also try to discuss the options for our Spanish Masses. In order to
keep everyone safe, we can only have two or three musicians / singers in the Choir Loft so that
they can maintain a healthy distance from one another. This presents some challenges, but we
will see if we can work something out. They also will select some hymns that are not too well
know, since we do not want to encourage the congregation to sing. As you know, singing is an
extremely high-risk activity as far as spreading COVID, and we want to keep everyone as safe
as possible.

PENSAMIENTOS DE PADRE GIULIANO

Reuni virtualmente con el Consejo Pastoral la semana pasada y discutimos varios temas.
Al revisar el nUmero de personas que asisten a Misa cada fin de semana, observamos que una
gran cantidad de nuestros feligreses hispanohablantes estan llegando. De hecho, tenemos que
rechazar a la gente de la Misa bilingtie de las 10:30 ya que esta llegando a su capacidad antes
de que comience la Misa. Las misas en inglés (sabados a las 5 pm y domingos a las 8 am) han
estado a menos de la mitad de su capacidad, por lo que podemos acomodar a todos nuestros
feligreses de habla inglesa. Para ayudar a aliviar el hacinamiento en la Misa de las 10:30, he
aceptado la recomendacion del Concilio y reiniciaremos la Misa de las 12:30 pm en espafiol,
comenzando el proximo domingo 7 de febrero, mientras continuamos celebrando la Misa de
las 10:30 en espafiol e inglés. Todavia se recomienda que aquellos en las categorias mas
"vulnerables" (mayores de 65 afios, problemas de salud subyacentes, etc.) no vengan a la
iglesia, ya que el obispo ha extendido la dispensa de la obligacion de la misa dominical. Una
vez que mas personas pueden recibir la vacuna, deberiamos ver una disminucion en el nimero
de casos y los riesgos deberian disminuir. jEspero poder darles la bienvenida a todos a la
iglesia sin restricciones después de que termine la pandemia!

El Consejo también discutio una queja que recibi sobre la falta de bafios disponibles en
la iglesia. Los miembros observaron que, para contener la propagacion de COVID, los bafios
tendrian que ser desinfectados después de cada uso. Como somos una parroguia pequefia y no
tenemos el dinero para contratar a alguien para hacer esto, no es posible abrir los bafios y
garantizar su seguridad. Incluso con alguien que se ofrece a limpiar después de la Misa, no los
mantendria desinfectados después de cada uso. Los miembros del Consejo Pastoral
aconsejaron gque continuemos manteniendo los bafios cerrados por el momento y animamos a
cualquier persona que tenga problemas médicos que requieran el uso frecuente de las
instalaciones a permanecer en casa Yy seguirnos virtualmente.

Hubo una serie de reacciones muy positivas a la masica durante nuestras misas de
Navidad, y los miembros del Consejo apoyaron mucho la posibilidad de explorar la
posibilidad de hacerlo nuevamente, definitivamente para el Triduo y también durante las misas
dominicales. Nuestros maravillosos voluntarios de Navidad estan abiertos a esto, y discutiré
las posibilidades con ellos. También intentaré discutir las opciones para nuestras misas en
espariol. Para mantener a todos a salvo, solo podemos tener dos o tres musicos / cantantes en el
Desvan del Coro para que puedan mantener una distancia saludable entre ellos. Esto presenta
algunos desafios, pero veremos si podemos resolver algo. También seleccionaran algunos
himnos que no sean muy conocidos, ya que no queremos animar a la congregacion a cantar.
Como saben, cantar es una actividad de riesgo extremadamente alto en lo que respecta a la
propagacion de COVID, y queremos mantener a todos lo méas seguros posible.

Que tengan una gran semana y estén a salvo, todos. Que Dios los bendiga a usted y a sus
seres queridos.

FINANCIAL INFO
We have reached the half-way point in our fiscal year, and the following is provided to give you an
idea of the financial situation in our parish as of December 31, 2020.

The parish has $251,913 in our Operating and Maintenance accounts, with an additional $110,000 in
our Cemetery accounts. Our ordinary income (mainly from weekly offertory) was down by about
$50,000 (33%) over last year, but our expenses were also reduced over last year by approx.
$41,000.

We are current on our bills and paying $2,988 each month on the mortgage for the new Parish
Office Center, which has $432,852 remaining on it. As you can see from this short summary, we are
blessed by generous parishioners who continue to contribute either online, by mail or in person. We
also have a wonderful staff who help save as much as possible by keeping expenses down.

Informacion Financiero
Hemos alcanzado el punto medio en nuestro afio fiscal, y se proporciona lo siguiente para darle una
idea de la situacion financiera en nuestra parroquia a partir del 31 de diciembre de 2020.

La parroquia tiene $251,913 en nuestras cuentas de Operacion y Mantenimiento con $110,000
adicionales en nuestras cuentas del Cementerio. Nuestros ingresos ordinarios (principalmente de
ofrenda semanal) se redujeron en alrededor de $50,000 (33%) el afio pasado, pero nuestros gastos
también se redujeron con respecto al afio pasado en aprox. $41,000.

Estamos al corriente de nuestras facturas y pagado $2,988 cada mes en la hipoteca para el huevo
Centro de Oficinas Parroquiales, al que le quedan $432,852. Como puede ver en este breve
resumen, somos bendecidos por feligreses generosos que contintian contribuyendo ya sea en linea,
por correo 0 en persona. También contamos con personal maravilloso que ayuda a horrar tanto
como sea posible manteniendo los gastos bajos.

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A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS
HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly

“Then they came to Capernaum, and on the Sabbath Jesus entered the
synagogue and taught. The people were astonished at his teaching, for he taught
as one having authority and not as the scribes... All were amazed and asked one
another: ‘What is this? A new teaching with authority. He commands even the
unclean spirits and they obey him.’ His fame spread everywhere throughout the
whole region of Galilee.”

Mark’s gospel finds Jesus in Capernaum, a town on the northern edge of the sea of
Galilee. Today the focus is on the teaching role of Jesus. Last week we had the
summary message, ‘The kingdom of God is at hand. Repent and believe in the gospel.’
His message is heard, and the people respond.

The same authority is found in the church’s teaching today. We are not to be cafeteria
Christians, choosing to follow this point, but rejecting what doesn’t seem to please US,
or challenges my way of life. May we embrace the teaching role of the church to direct
our Christian lives in matters of faith and morals.

UNA FRESCA PERSPECTIVA DE LAS LECTURAS DOMINICALES
SU PALABRA HOY por el Reverendo William J. Reilly

“Entraron en Cafarnaum, y cuando llegé el sabado, Jesus fue a la sinagoga y
comenzod a ensenar. Todos estaban asombrados de su enseianza, porque les
ensefnaba como quien tiene autoridad y no como los escribas.... Todos quedaron
asombrados y se preguntaban unos a otros: ‘; Qué es esto? jEnsefia de una manera
nueva, llena de autoridad; da érdenes a los espiritus impuros, jy estos le
obedecen!’. Y su fama se extendié rapidamente por todas partes, en toda la region
de Galilea.”

El evangelio de San Marcos encuentra a Jesus en Cafarnaum, una ciudad en la punta
norte del mar de Galilea. Hoy, el enfoque esta en el papel de maestro de Jesus. La
semana pasada se nos dio el mensaje en resume: “El Reino de Dios esta cerca.
Arrepiéntanse y crean en el evangelio.” Su mensaje es escuchado y la gente responde.

La misma autoridad se encuentra en las ensenanzas de la iglesia hoy. No debemos ser
cristianos de calidad mediocre, escogiendo seguir este objetivo, pero rechazando lo que
no parece complacernos, o lo que amenaza mi estilo de vida. Ojala acojamos el papel de
ensefianza de la iglesia para dirigir nuestras vidas cristianas en cuestiones de fe y moral.
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First Reading: Deuteronomy 18:15-20
Moses explains to the people that a prophet will
come from among them, and that they should
listen to this prophet’s words, for God has told
him of this prophet. God also tells Moses that
anyone who pretends to speak in his words, or
speaks in the name of other gods shall die.

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 7:32-35
Paul tells the Corinthians how an unmarried
man or woman is able to devote themselves
fully to God without concern for the needs of a
spouse. Paul explains that God wants to help
them promote good and devote themselves
more fully to God.

Gospel: Mark 1:21-28

As Jesus was teaching, a man with an unclean
spirit came to the synagogue and asked if Jesus
had come to destroy them. Jesus ordered the
spirit out of the man, who shrieked violently as
the spirit departed. The people were amazed at
the authority he had over the spirit.

Primera Lectura: Deuteronomio 18:15-20
Moisés explica a la gente que el profeta vendra
de entre ellos, y que deben escuchar sus
palabras, ya que Dios les ha hablado de él. Dios
también le dice a Moisés que cualquiera que
pretenda hablar en vez suya, o hable en el
nombre de otros Dioses, morira.

San Pablo le dice a los Corintios como un
hombre o una mujer solteros pueden dedicarse
totalmente a Dios sin tener que considerar las
necesidades de un cényuge. San Pablo explica
que Dios desea ayudarlos a promover el bien y
dedicarse totalmente a Dios.

Evangelio: San Marcos 1:21-28

Cuando Jesus ensefiaba, un hombre con un
espiritu impuro vino a la sinagoga y preguntd si
Jesus habia venido a destruirlos. Jesus le orden6
al espiritu impuro salir del hombre, quien se
sacudio violentamente cuando el espiritu salia.

Jesus tenia sobre el espiritu.
