Even during this pandemic, we still see examples of “love in action” all around us. The
members of the Society of St. Vincent de Paul, for example, have never stopped serving those
in need, and are, in fact, working harder than ever! Every Sunday you will find them outside
the Food Pantry in our parking lot distributing food to those who depend on this assistance. As
| was informed in a recent email, "We have fed more people in the last three months than the
last three years." This is only possible because of the cooperation of many people and also
local businesses. It is so comforting to know that, even with the inconvenience and hardships
we all face during this time, so many realize that others have it so much worse and are willing
to help. I am sure that God will bless all who are serving the poor, especially during this
pandemic.

The Pastoral Council will be meeting virtually this week so that we can discuss
important items now that the vaccination for COVID-19 is becoming available. I am so
grateful to the members of the Pastoral Council, as well as the Finance Council, who have
been a wonderful source of advice to me during these trying times. They make it obvious that
Our Lady of Lourdes is a wonderful community of faith, and that we have a tremendous
amount of talented, dedicated parishioners.

One of the difficulties in these times is that | am not able to go into the hospital or
nursing homes to anoint those who are ill. With restrictions in place on visitors, and because of
my own positive diagnosis in late November, it is simply too dangerous. Thank God the staffs
have been so accommodating and I have been able to pray with many people through the use
of cellphones. Our Holy Father, Pope Francis, made it clear that God will take care of all
during this crisis, especially those who are dying. “The Church prays for those who find
themselves unable to receive the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick and of the
Viaticum, entrusting each and every one to divine Mercy by virtue of the communion of
saints and granting the faithful a Plenary Indulgence on the point of death, provided that
they are duly disposed and have recited a few prayers during their lifetime (in this case
the Church makes up for the three usual conditions required). For the attainment of this
indulgence the use of the crucifix or the cross is recommended.” (Decree of the Apostolic
Penitentiary on the granting of special Indulgences to the faithful in the current pandemic,
20.03.2020) If you have any loved ones who are in hospitals or nursing homes, please be
assured that, even if a priest cannot go and administer the sacraments to them physically, God
Is taking care of them and your own prayers are assisting them.

Como me informaron en un correo
electrdnico reciente, "Hemos alimentado a mas personas en los Gltimos tres meses que en los
ultimos tres afios". Esto solo es posible gracias a la cooperacion de muchas personas y también de
empresas locales. Es muy reconfortante saber que, incluso con los inconvenientes y las
dificultades que todos enfrentamos durante este tiempo, muchos se dan cuenta de que otros lo
tienen mucho peor y estan dispuestos a ayudar. Estoy seguro de que Dios bendecira a todos los
que estan sirviendo a los pobres, especialmente durante esta pandemia.

El Consejo Pastoral se reunira virtualmente esta semana para que podamos discutir temas
importantes a medida que la vacunacién contra COVID-19 estaré disponible. Estoy muy
agradecido con los miembros del Consejo Pastoral, asi como con el Consejo de Finanzas, que han
sido una maravillosa fuente de consejos para mi durante estos tiempos dificiles. Hacen evidente
gue Nuestra Sefora de Lourdes es una maravillosa comunidad de fe y que tenemos una enorme
cantidad de feligreses dedicados y talentosos.

Una de las dificultades en estos tiempos es que no puedo ir al hospital ni a las residencias
para ungir a los enfermos. Con restricciones vigentes para los visitantes, y debido a mi propio
diagndstico positivo a fines de noviembre, es simplemente demasiado peligroso. Gracias a Dios,
el personal ha sido muy servicial y he podido orar con muchas personas mediante el uso de
teléfonos celulares. Nuestro Santo Padre, el Papa Francisco, dejo en claro que Dios cuidara de
todos durante esta crisis, especialmente de los que estan muriendo. “La Iglesia reza por quienes
se encuentran incapaces de recibir el sacramento de la Uncidn de los Enfermos y del Viatico,
encomendando a todos y cada uno a la Divina Misericordia en virtud de la comunién de los
santos y concediendo a los fieles una Indulgencia Plenaria sobre el punto de la muerte,
siempre que estén debidamente dispuestos y hayan rezado algunas oraciones durante su
vida (en este caso la Iglesia compensa las tres condiciones habituales exigidas). Para la
consecucion de esta indulgencia se recomienda el uso del crucifijo o la cruz ™. (Decreto de la
Penitenciaria Apostolica sobre la concesion de indulgencias especiales a los fieles en la
pandemia actual, 20.03.2020) Si tiene algin ser querido que se encuentre en hospitales o
residencias de ancianos, tenga la seguridad de que, incluso si un sacerdote no puede iry
Administrales los sacramentos fisicamente, Dios los esta cuidando y tus propias oraciones los
estan asistiendo.

Que tengan una gran semanay estén a salvo, todos. Que Dios los bendiga a usted y a sus
seres queridos.

A FRESH PERSPECTIVE ON THE SUNDAY READINGS
HIS WORD TODAY by Rev. William J. Reilly

“Jesus came to Galilee proclaiming the gospel of God: ‘This is the time of
fulfillment. The kingdom of God is at hand. Repent and believe in the gospel.’”

The theme for what will follow is quite clear.

Following this introductory note, Jesus summons the two sets of brothers who abandon
their fishing profession and begin their life as disciples. Mark’s opening verses reveal
that there must have been something really attractive about this meeting, the call and
response.

As we settle into a new year, with countless challenges, problems, and difficulties, may
we seriously respond to the call, first not of discipleship, but to repentance and a newly
fired belief. As | change, others will change, and the world will become better — less
hate, division, fear. What is Jesus calling you to?
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Primera Lectura: Jonas 3:1-5, 10

Jesus observa a Simon y Andrés pescar, y los
llama para que vengan con €él y se vuelvan
“‘pescadores de hombres”.

Luego llama a
Santiago y a su hermano Juan, quienes
también dejan al instante lo que estaban
haciendo y lo siguen sin hacerse preguntas.

First Reading: Jonah 3:1-5, 10

Jonah set out for Nineveh as God asked and told
the people that their city would be destroyed in
forty days. The people believed him and
repented from their evil ways. God did not
destroy their city, showing his mercy for those
who see the evil of their ways and correct it.

Second Reading: 1 Corinthians 7:29-31

Paul advises the Corinthians that their world is
changing, so they should not take their daily
trials too seriously. We should remember that
the problems of everyday living will not last
forever, but the eternal life God promises us will.

Gospel: Mark 1:14-20

Jesus observes Simon and Andrew where they
are fishing and tells them to come with him and
become “fishers of men.” They abandon their
nets without hesitation to follow him. Next, he
calls James and his brother John, who also
leave what they are doing and follow him without
question.
