Word 

First Reading: Isaiah 42:1-9 
God’s servant is endowed with God’s spirit in order to bring justice to the nations. The servant 
will not exercise authority boisterously or with violence, nor will weariness ever prevent the 
fulfilling of the servant’s task. God’s old promises have been fulfilled; the servant’s new 
assignment is to bring light to the nations. 

1 Here is my servant, whom I uphold, 
 my chosen, in whom my soul delights; 
 I have put my spirit upon him; 
 he will bring forth justice to the nations. 
 2 He will not cry out or lift up his voice 
 or make it heard in the street; 
 3 a bruised reed he will not break, 
 and a dimly burning wick he will not quench; 
 he will faithfully bring forth justice. 
 4 He will not grow faint or be crushed 
 until he has established justice in the earth, 
 and the coastlands wait for his teaching. 
 
 5 Thus says God, the Lord, 
 who created the heavens and stretched them out, 
 who spread out the earth and what comes from it, 
 who gives breath to the people upon it 
 and spirit to those who walk in it: 
 6 I am the Lord; I have called you in righteousness; 
 I have taken you by the hand and kept you; 
 I have given you as a covenant to the people, 

 a light to the nations, 
 7 to open the eyes that are blind, 
 to bring out the prisoners from the dungeon, 
 from the prison those who sit in darkness. 
 8 I am the Lord; that is my name; 
 my glory I give to no other, 
 nor my praise to idols. 
 and new things I now declare; 
 before they spring forth, 
 I tell you of them.

Second Reading: Romans 6:1-14 

  1 What then are we to say? Should we continue in sin in order that grace may 
increase? 2 By no means! How can we who died to sin go on living in it? 3 Do 
you not know that all of us who were baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized 
into his death? 4 Therefore we were buried with him by baptism into death, so 
that, just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, so we 
also might walk in newness of life. 

  5 For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly be 
united with him in a resurrection like his. 6 We know that our old self was 
crucified with him so that the body of sin might be destroyed, so we might no 
longer be enslaved to sin. 7 For whoever has died is freed from sin. 8 But if we 
died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. 9 We know that Christ, 
being raised from the dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion 
over him. 10 The death he died, he died to sin once for all, but the life he lives, he 

lives to God. 11 So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to 
God in Christ Jesus. 



  12 Therefore do not let sin reign in your mortal bodies, so that you obey their 
desires. 13 No longer present your members to sin as instruments of 
unrighteousness, but present yourselves to God as those who have been 
brought from death to life, and present your members to God as instruments of 
righteousness. 14 For sin will have no dominion over you, since you are not 
under law but under grace.

Gospel: Matthew 3:13-17 

Before Jesus begins his ministry, he is baptized by John, touched by the Spirit, 
and identified publicly as God’s child. 

13 Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan, to be baptized by him. 14 John 

would have prevented him, saying, “I need to be baptized by you, and do you 
come to me?” 15 But Jesus answered him, “Let it be so now, for it is proper for us 
in this way to fulfill all righteousness.” Then he consented. 16 And when Jesus 
had been baptized, just as he came up from the water, suddenly the heavens 
were opened to him and he saw God’s Spirit descending like a dove and 
alighting on him. 17 And a voice from the heavens said, “This is my Son, the 
Beloved, with whom I am well pleased.”

Do you renounce the ways of sin that draw you from God?

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God? 

I believe in Jesus Christ, God’s only Son, our Lord,  

who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, 

born of the virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, 

was crucified, died, and was buried;

Christ by loving one another, our neighbors, and our enemies. We pray for 
travelers and those who are homebound. Merciful God, receive our prayer.
