e Although Jephthah and his daughter treat his vow as if it’s something he can’t break or
modify, Leviticus 27:1-8 allows for a monetary gift to substituted for the person who's
been given as a vow.

e There is no official name for the event to commemorate Jephthah’s daughter nor are
any details provided concerning how it’s to be celebrated.
