The Trust, as always, is extremely grateful and |

To the end of December, regular income was £46,160 and
expenditure was £89,731 giving a deficit of £43,571. The deficit
is covered by previous legacies and one-off larger donations. In
order to continue the work of the Trust we are dependent on
donations from both individuals and churches. If you are a UK
tax payer, you may be able to make your donations go further by
allowing us to claim gift aid. The charity would receive 25p for
every £1 that you give.
