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Guide to the Score 

Each page should last roughly 30 seconds. This estimate is not proscribed by the composer but is rather an estimate based on how long it would take to 
recite the dialogue with a natural cadence. The performers should not be constrained by this time frame, as some pages do vary wildly. This 30 second 
marker functions as a useful guide, especially for pages where the duration cannot be easily guessed. 

Each performer follows the line of their character’s name, reciting each line naturally as it appears. We want acting here! Consider the intent, personality, 
and quirks of the character in the scene where possible (sometimes it isn’t). If a line is repeated, but without any sufficient context, the performer should 
attempt to use the exact same intonation as before. Though all of the characters move about and interact with different people throughout the piece, in 
general, these groups share “scenes” (are talking to each other): 

-Siena and Charlotte 

-Businessman (monologue) 

-Deborah (monologue) 

-Longshanks, Child, and Assistant 

-Waiter and either Siena/Charlotte or Deborah 

The performers should also have, on hand, a piece of silverware and either a plate of a glass. The businessman should also have a cell phone, and know 
how to activate the sound settings at will. 

Symbols 

All accent markings, tenuti, and dynamics function similarly as they do in traditional music. 

//  This functions just like a cesura in traditional sheet music. The entire ensemble should take a good, long beat (in theatre terms. 

       This indicates a cue. The name in the upper-left corner marks who says it. Perform your next action immediately after. 

        This indicates intermittency. For ongoing actions, the thicker this is, the more often the performer should play. 

        This indicates that two or more lines must line up, ex. occurring simultaneously or one immediately after the other. 
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
