BOAT RAMP PARKING REMINDER

Due to our growing commu-
nity, we experienced issues
with vehicles blocking access
to our boat ramp last year.
You will see NO PARKING
SIGNS posted near the boat
ramp. If vehicles, golf carts,
ATV’s or 4-wheelers park
there, they will be towed or
hauled off at owner’s ex-
pense. If you choose to swim
in the water near the boat
ramp (at your own risk), find
another place to park (not blocking someone’s proper-
ty). Property owners that are launching their boats and
choose to park their vehicles and trailers in the allot-
ted parking area are first come first served. Please re-
spect the property owners that have homes on both

sides and across from the boat ramp. You cannot
block or park on their property. Only short-term
parking is allowed at the boat ramp dock while
you park and retrieve your trailer for loading/
unloading your boat. No overnight parking is al-
lowed.
