Sunken Gardens is one of the oldest roadside attractions in the United States. It has been a landmark in St Petersburg since 1935, when it opened as Turner’s Sunken Gardens.

MUSIC CHANGES (CROSSFADE)

In 1903, the four-acre property was purchased by a plumber named George Turner Sr. Even though George was a plumber by trade he was an avid gardener with an amazing green thumb. He drained the ancient lake that was created by a fifteen-foot sink hole to uncover an abundance of rich, fertile soils that would allow him to grow fruits and exotic plants from all over the world. 
What began as one person’s passion for gardening soon blossomed into this world-famous botanical garden.
