There are eight
great courses in the area where we can find time for you to get in a round. At the same time
on Monday morning, we will offer a unique option (payable in advance on your registration
form @ $35 per person) for the Redneck Comedy Bus Tour. Want to know the difference
between a hillbilly and a redneck?
