Facts about COVID-19 VACCINATIONS

According to the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), the three approved COVID-19 vac-
cines do help prevent COVID-19. And, if you get COVID-19, they’ll help keep you from getting seriously
ill.

Before you receive the vaccine:

e Doctors agree: You should take the first vaccine available to you, as soon as you are eligible.Know
that these vaccines are safe and effective. They have gone through the same safety tests and meet the
same standards as any other vaccines produced through the years. There’s a system in place for the
CDC to watch for safety issues and make sure the vaccines stay safe.

e Learn about any side effects that could occur after you get the vaccine. If you do have any side effects,

they’ll only last a few days. Having any side effects doesn’t mean you have COVID-19. It means that
your body is being trained to fight COVID-19.

After you receive the vaccine:

You're considered fully protected against the virus that causes COVID-19:
e Two weeks after the second dose of the Pfizer-BioNTech vaccine.
e Two weeks after the second dose of the Moderna vaccine.

e Two weeks after the single dose of Johnson & Johnson’s Janssen COVID-19 vaccine.

Don’t forget to let your provider know you’ve received your vaccine! This information will be added to
your health record.

After you're fully vaccinated:

The CDC has issued new information about the kinds of activities you can do after you are fully vaccinat-
ed.

¢ You can gather indoors with fully vaccinated people without wearing a mask, even if they are from
another household

¢ You can gather indoors with other unvaccinated people from one other household without masks, as
long as they are not at increased risk for severe illness from COVID-19.

e If you've been exposed to someone with COVID-19, you do not need to stay away from others or get
tested unless you have symptoms.

e As more people get the vaccine, we will be able to visit more friends and family safely and return to
normal. The new CDC guidelines provide additional information about what you can do safely when
you are vaccinated.
