Bob Nance Basketball Academy is an educational sports program that
utilizes the Positive Youth Development (PYD) model, developed and
inspired by Kobe Bryant’s Mamba Sports Academy in 2004. Positive
Youth Development is evidence-based, drawn from various
international studies. Our Academy is committed to assisting and
developing our youth in personal, social, physical, and academic

domains. We focus on confidence building through ongoing individual self-reflection, which we
believe is the foundation of success. This Service Agreement serves as an understanding that
services are voluntary, and all students will adhere to the policies and procedures below:

Self-Development

•All students must maintain a positive attitude at all sessions.
•All students must treat others with respect.
•You are to conduct yourself as gentlemen and respectfully represent yourself as a member of
Bob Nance Basketball Academy.
•We have a ZERO TOLERANCE policy for drama (during sessions or in the community).

Attendance

•Students must be on time. Stretching is an essential part of reducing the possibility of injuries.
a. If a student is going to be late, a parent must call or text your trainer to inform them of the
student’s tardiness.

Attire

•T-shirt, basketball shorts, and tennis shoes are required for all sessions.

Fees

•10-week sessions are $500.
•Payment opportunities may be available to low-income households. Seek a trainer for
additional information.

Code of Conduct

•Students must demonstrate sportsmanship at all times, both on and off the court.
•Bullying, harassment, or intimidation will not be tolerated.
•Respect for trainers, staff, and fellow students is mandatory.



•Engaging in disruptive behavior or inappropriate language will result in removal from the
session and may lead to dismissal from the program.

Transportation

•Transportation to and from the Bob Nance Basketball Academy is the responsibility of the
parent/guardian. Please ensure that your child is dropped off and picked up on time for all
sessions.

Refund Policy

•No refunds will be issued once the session begins.
•If a student withdraws from the program prior to the start of the session, a partial refund may be
issued, minus a $50 administrative fee.
•In the event the Academy cancels a session, a full refund will be provided.
•Refunds due to medical reasons will be considered on a case-by-case basis with proper
documentation.
