
Garbage and Waste Management Policy
Passed by the Board of Directors April 21, 2020
Background

Mariner’s Co-operative Homes subscribes to the belief that it is the obligation of every household to practice responsible waste management.  The Co-op pays for weekly Waste Removal of our garbage bins.  Large Item removal is very costly to the Co-op and in the past many Members have not been responsible in disposing of these items. This Policy takes effect April 23, 2020.
Purpose

The purpose of this new policy is to inform and educate members on proper garbage disposal. The intent is to reduce the amount of garbage and debris that attract rodents and other wildlife and to improve the curb appeal of the Co-op, to avoid fines and orders by the Town of Leamington and build a sense of pride in the community. 
Compliance

To comply with this policy and reduce the spread of garbage and debris, Co-op members are required to:
1. To ensure all households put their everyday garbage in proper sealed bags and put directly into the garbage bins.  This applies to pet waste as well.  No garbage bags are to be put on the side of the bins, only inside the bins.  This is unhygienic and forces other Members to clean up your mess and attracts rodents and wildlife to the garbage areas. Do not send little children to the garbage bins.  If the child cannot reach to throw garbage directly in the bin they should not be going. Toys and smaller furniture items can be thrown out in the garbage bins, however you need to be able to lift it up and throw it into the bins.  
2. Help save room in the bin and do not throw Recyclables and Yard Waste in the bins and never on the side of the bins.  Recycle is picked up every 2 weeks as per the Town of Leamington pick up schedule.  They can be put on the grassy side of the parking lot across from the dumpsters.  Yard Waste is to be placed in approved bags or containers and placed at the front of the Coop according to the Town of Leamington pick up schedule.  

3. Large Items are not permitted on the side of the bins or anywhere else on the Co-op grounds until such a time as a large item pick up is scheduled.  You will be notified in writing of the date of the next pickup and when items are allowed to be put out. If you have large items they must be kept in your unit until a pick up is scheduled, or you will need to arrange for pick up or delivery to the junkyard at your own cost. Just like you don’t want these items in your unit, the Co-op does not want them on the side of the Garbage Bins. 

4. Do not pick up other people mattresses, couches, etc. that are left out as these may contain pests that will be invited into your unit.
5. If you are moving out and need to dispose of items and no large item pick up has been scheduled you must request in writing to the Board for an exception.  You can also arrange for your own removal of items.  Please try and put as many items as possible inside the garbage bins. Any disposal fees incurred must be paid or it will be removed from your Member deposit.  
6. Since households can throw out regular garbage at any time, do not leave garbage in your backyard or on your front porch.  Throw it in the garbage bins in a timely manner. 
7. Littering is not allowed on the Co-op property.  Take Garbage to your own Units or throw it directly in the Garbage Bins.  Members have a responsibility to talk with their children and guests about responsible disposal of garbage. 

Fines and Penalties

1. If a Member or Household Member does not follow the above procedure they will be subject to the following;

a) First offense will be a written warning letter

b) Second Offense will be a Notice to Appear along with a $50 fine.  

c) Third Offense will be a $100 fine along with the start of eviction proceedings

d) Each subsequent offense will result in an additional $100 fine for each offense.  

Fines will be considered arrears if not paid. 
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
