Leader of the Early Church: Peter assumed leadership after Jesus' ascension, initiating the selection of Matthias to replace Judas Iscariot.
Preaching at Pentecost (Acts 2): Peter preached the first major gospel sermon, resulting in the conversion and baptism of roughly 3,000 people.
Miraculous Healings (Acts 3): He healed a lame beggar at the Temple gate and healed Aeneas, who was paralyzed.
Boldness Before Authorities (Acts 4–5): Despite imprisonment and threats from the Sanhedrin, Peter continued to boldly preach the gospel, declaring he would obey God rather than men. 
Expanding the Church (Acts 8): He confirmed the gospel in Samaria and was chosen by God to open the church to Gentiles, starting with the conversion of Cornelius and his household (Acts 10).
Raising the Dead (Acts 9): Peter raised Tabitha (Dorcas) from the dead in Joppa. 
Miraculous Prison Escape (Acts 12): After being imprisoned by Herod Agrippa, Peter was freed by an angel.
Jerusalem Council Leader (Acts 15): He played a key role in the council, helping to determine that Gentile converts did not need to follow Jewish legalistic rituals.
(John 21:18-19) – This is how he died.
