AS WE GATHER - The theme of Lent is repentance. Today, we
are given a prophet’s story of warning against a people
who refused His mercy. But it is not the only story. The
Lord still invites us to find a refuge in the wings of His
mercy and, to all who will receive Him and believe on His
name, there is no limit to His grace. The Lord is



determined to go to the cross for us and to bestow upon us
all the treasures of His grace, but the path that leads to
Christ is the way of repentance and faith. We pray that the
Holy Spirit will work in our hearts so that we may not refuse
the Lord’s invitation and may rejoice in the wings of His
mercy forevermore.

ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE DAY

P  On this Second Sunday in Lent, we are reminded that the
Lord is rich in mercy and willing to forgive our sins and
save us by His grace, but we are not always ready to
approach Him in the humility of faith and with a heart of
repentance. From the prophet Jeremiah comes the story of
how the Word of the Lord was met with rejection, anger,
and rebellion. In Philippians, a sorrowful Paul recounts the
story of those who once believed but now walk as enemies
of the Lord. In the Gospel, we hear the lament of the Lord
who wanted to gather His people under the arms of His
mercy, but they would not.

OLD TESTAMENT READING  Jeremiah 26:8-15
(The Lord has sent me to speak all these words in your ears.)

8 Now it happened, when Jeremiah had made an end of speak-
ing all that the Lord had commanded him to speak to all the
people, that the priests and the prophets and all the people
seized him, saying, “You will surely die! 9 Why have you pro-
phesied in the name of the Lord, saying, “This house shall be
like Shiloh, and this city shall be desolate, without an inhabit-
ant’?” And all the people were gathered against Jeremiah in the
house of the Lord. 10 When the princes of Judah heard these
things, they came up from the king’s house to the house of

the Lord and sat down in the entry of the New Gate of

the Lord’s house. 11 And the priests and the prophets spoke to
the princes and all the people, saying, “This man deserves

to die! For he has prophesied against this city, as you have
heard with your ears.”12 Then Jeremiah spoke to all the prin-
ces and all the people, saying: “The Lord sent me to prophesy
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against this house and against this city with all the words that
you have heard. 13 Now therefore, amend your ways and your
doings, and obey the voice of the Lord your God; then

the Lord will relent concerning the doom that He has pro-
nounced against you. 14 As for me, here [ am, in your hand; do
with me as seems good and proper to you. 15 But know for cer-
tain that if you put me to death, you will surely bring innocent
blood on yourselves, on this city, and on its inhabitants; for tru-
ly the Lord has sent me to you to speak all these words in your
hearing.”

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Jesus Rescues Us from Death and Brings Us into Heaven

The prophet Jeremiah faithfully preached “all that the Lord had com-
manded him to speak to all the people” (Jer. 26:8). He called the peo-
ple to repentance, lest the Lord’s judgment come upon them. The vio-
lence that Jeremiah suffered for this preaching foreshadowed the
cross and Passion of Christ Jesus, who suffered the judgment of God
for the redemption of all people. For Jesus “comes in the name of the
Lord” (Luke 13:35) in order to lay down His life for the sins of the
world. Earthly Jerusalem was blind to His gracious visitation, and it
put Him to death like the prophets before Him. Yet, His sacrifice upon
the cross became the cornerstone of the new Jerusalem, His Church.
He visits us today in mercy with His preaching of forgiveness, to gath-
er us to Himself within that holy city, “as a hen gathers her brood un-
der her wings” (Luke 13:34), for “our citizenship is in heaven” (Phil.
3:20).
