FIRST READING  Luke 22:54-71       
 

54 Having arrested Him, they led Him and brought Him into 
the high priest’s house. But Peter followed at a  
distance. 55 Now when they had kindled a fire in the midst of 
the courtyard and sat down together, Peter sat among 
them. 56 And a certain servant girl, seeing him as he sat by the 
fire, looked intently at him and said, “This man was also with 
Him.” 
57 But he denied Him, saying, “Woman, I do not know Him.” 
58 And after a little while another saw him and said, “You also 
are of them.” But Peter said, “Man, I am not!” 59 Then after 
about an hour had passed, another confidently affirmed, say-
ing, “Surely this fellow also was with Him, for he is a Galilean.”

55 Now the chief priests and all the council sought testimony 
against Jesus to put Him to death, but found none.

57 Then some rose up and bore false witness against Him, say-
ing, 58 “We heard Him say, ‘I will destroy this temple made 
with hands, and within three days I will build another made 
without hands.’ ” 59 But not even then did their testimony 
agree.
