23 But before faith came, we were kept under guard by the law, kept for the faith which 
would afterward be revealed. 24 Therefore the law was our tutor to bring us to Christ, that 
we might be justified by faith. 25 But after faith has come, we are no longer under a tutor. 
26 For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. 27 For as many of you as were 
baptized into Christ have put on Christ. 28 There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither 
slave nor free, there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus. 29 And if 
you are Christ’s, then you are Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise. 1 Now I 
say that the heir, as long as he is a child, does not differ at all from a slave, though he is  
master of all, 2 but is under guardians and stewards until the time appointed by the  
father.

31 And they begged Him 
that He would not command them to go out into the abyss. 32 Now a herd of many swine 
was feeding there on the mountain. So they begged Him that He would permit them to enter 
them. And He permitted them. 33 Then the demons went out of the man and entered the 
swine, and the herd ran violently down the steep place into the lake and drowned. 34 When 
those who fed them saw what had happened, they fled and told it in the city and in the 
country. 35 Then they went out to see what had happened, and came to Jesus, and found 
the man from whom the demons had departed, sitting at the feet of Jesus, clothed and in 
his right mind. And they were afraid. 36 They also who had seen it told them by what 
means he who had been demon-possessed was healed. 37 Then the whole multitude of the 
surrounding region of the Gadarenes asked Him to depart from them, for they were seized 
with great fear. And He got into the boat and returned. 38 Now the man from whom the  
demons had departed begged Him that he might be with Him. But Jesus sent him away,  
saying, 39 “Return to your own house, and tell what great things God has done for you.” And 
he went his way and proclaimed throughout the whole city what great things Jesus had 
done for him.

Jesus Brings Release from the Bonds of Sin, Death and the Devil 
 

The Lord finds those who did not seek Him or ask for Him. He spreads out His hands 
“to a rebellious people” (Is. 65:2) and calls them to be His people and to dwell in peace 
upon His holy mountain (Is. 65:9). For wherever Jesus Christ enters in, Satan is cast 
out. Those who were enslaved and driven mad by the assaults and accusations of the 
devil are set free by the Word of Christ. He drowns and destroys the old Adam in us 
with the waters of Holy Baptism and thereby brings us out of death into life. No longer 
naked in our shame, living “among the tombs” (Luke 8:27), we are brought into the 
Lord’s house, fully clothed by Christ; He has come in “the fullness of time”  (Gal. 4:4) to 
fulfill the Law on our behalf and to redeem us from its every accusation. Therefore, 
having been justified by His grace through faith in His Gospel, “you are no longer a 
slave, but a son” (Gal. 4:7).
