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CHILDREN’S MESSAGE

EPISTLE Hebrews 11:1-16
(The people of God living by faith)

1 Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. 2 For by it
the elders obtained a good testimony. 3 By faith we understand that the worlds were framed
by the word of God, so that the things which are seen were not made of things which are
visible. 4 By faith Abel offered to God a more excellent sacrifice than Cain, through which he
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obtained witness that he was righteous, God testifying of his gifts; and through it he being
dead still speaks. 5 By faith Enoch was taken away so that he did not see death, “and was not
found, because God had taken him”; for before he was taken he had this testimony, that he
pleased God. 6 But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must
believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of those who diligently seek Him. 7 By

faith Noah, being divinely warned of things not yet seen, moved with godly fear, prepared an
ark for the saving of his household, by which he condemned the world and became heir

of the righteousness which is according to faith. 8 By faith Abraham obeyed when he was
called to go out to the place which he would receive as an inheritance. And he went out, not
knowing where he was going. 9 By faith he dwelt in the land of promise as in a foreign
country, dwelling in tents with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same

promise; 10 for he waited for the city which has foundations, whose builder and

maker is God. 11 By faith Sarah herself also received strength to conceive seed, and she bore
a child when she was past the age, because she judged Him faithful who had

promised. 12 Therefore from one man, and him as good as dead, were born as many as

the stars of the sky in multitude—innumerable as the sand which is by the seashore.

13 These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar

off were assured of them, embraced them and confessed that they were strangers and
pilgrims on the earth. 14 For those who say such things declare plainly that they seek a
homeland. 15 And truly if they had called to mind that country from which they had come
out, they would have had opportunity to return. 16 But now they desire a better, that is, a
heavenly country. Therefore God is not ashamed to be called their God, for He has prepared a
city for them.

22 Then He said to His disciples, “Therefore I say to you, do not worry about your life, what
you will eat; nor about the body, what you will put on. 23 Life is more than food, and the
body is more than clothing.24 Consider the ravens, for they neither sow nor reap, which
have neither storehouse nor barn; and God feeds them. Of how much more value are you
than the birds? 25 And which of you by worrying can add one cubit to his stature? 26 If you
then are not able to do the least, why are you anxious for the rest? 27 Consider the lilies,
how they grow: they neither toil nor spin; and yet [ say to you, even Solomon in all his glory
was not arrayed like one of these. 28 If then God so clothes the grass, which today is in the
field and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, how much more will He clothe you,

0 you of little faith? 29 “And do not seek what you should eat or what you should drink, nor
have an anxious mind. 30 For all these things the nations of the world seek after, and your
Father knows that you need these things. 31 But seek the kingdom of God, and all these
things shall be added to you. 32 “Do not fear, little flock, for it is your Father’s good pleasure
to give you the kingdom. 33 Sell what you have and give alms; provide yourselves money
bags which do not grow old, a treasure in the heavens that does not fail, where no thief
approaches nor moth destroys. 34 For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.
35 “Let your waist be girded and your lamps burning; 36 and you yourselves be like men
who wait for their master, when he will return from the wedding, that when he comes and
knocks they may open to him immediately. 37 Blessed are those servants whom the master,
when he comes, will find watching. Assuredly, I say to you that he will gird himself and have
them sit down to eat, and will come and serve them.38 And if he should come in the second
watch, or come in the third watch, and find them so, blessed are those servants. 39 But
know this, that if the master of the house had known what hour the thief would come, he
would have watched and not allowed his house to be broken into. 40 Therefore you also be
ready, for the Son of Man is coming at an hour you do not expect.”
