Harmony of the Gospels Reading of the Passion and Death of our
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ Luke 23:1a; Mark
15:1b; John 18:28a; Matthew 27:2b; John 18:28b; Matthew 27:3-5; Acts

1 Then the whole multitude of them arose 1 and bound Jesus, 28 and
led Jesus from Caiaphas to the Praetorium 2 and delivered Him to
Pontius Pilate the governor, and it was early morning.

3 Then Judas, His betrayer, seeing that He had been condemned, was
remorseful and brought back the thirty pieces of silver to the chief
priests and elders, 4 saying, “I have sinned by betraying innocent blood.”
And they said, “What is that to us? You see to it!”

5 Then he threw down the pieces of silver in the temple and departed,
and went and hanged himself 18 and he burst open in the middle and all
his entrails gushed out. 19 And it became known to all those dwelling in
Jerusalem; so that field is called in their own language, Akel Dama, that
is, Field of Blood.) 9 Then was fulfilled what was spoken by Jeremiah the
prophet, saying, “And they took the thirty pieces of silver, the value of
Him who was priced, whom they of the children of Israel priced, 10 and
gave them for the potter’s field, as the Lord directed me.”

But the Jews themselves did not go into the Praetorium, lest they should
be defiled, but that they might eat the Passover. 29 Pilate then went out
to them and said, “What accusation do you bring against this Man?” 30
They answered and said to him, “If He were not an evildoer, we would
not have delivered Him up to you.” 31 Then Pilate said to them, “You
take Him and judge Him according to your law.” Therefore the Jews said
to him, “It is not lawful for us to put anyone to death,” 32 that the saying
of Jesus might be fulfilled which He spoke, signifying by what death He
would die.

12 And the chief priests and elders 3 accused Him of many things,

2 saying, “We found this fellow perverting the nation, and forbidding to
pay taxes to Caesar, saying that He Himself is Christ, a King.” 33 Then
Pilate entered the Praetorium againé called Jesus, and said to Him, “Are



You the King of the Jews?” 34 Jesus answered him, “Are you speaking for
yourself about this, or did others tell you this concerning Me?” 35 Pilate
answered, “Am I a Jew? Your own nation and the chief priests have
delivered You to me. What have You done?” 36 Jesus answered, “My
kingdom is not of this world. If My kingdom were of this world, My
servants would fight, so that I should not be delivered to the Jews; but
now My kingdom is not from here.” 37 Pilate therefore said to Him, “Are
You a king then?” Jesus answered, “You say rightly that I am a king. For
this cause [ was born, and for this cause I have come into the world, that I
should bear witness to the truth. Everyone who is of the truth hears My
voice.” 38 Pilate said to Him, “What is truth?” And when he had said this,
he went out again to the Jews, and said to them, “I find no fault in Him at
all.” 12 And while He was being accused by the chief priests and elders,
He answered nothing. 4 Then Pilate asked Him again, saying, “Do You
answer nothing? See how many things they testify against You!” 5 But
Jesus still answered nothing, so that Pilate marveled.
