St. Lawrence, Sacred Heart, St. Joseph 
Flower Policy for Cemeteries 

Removal of flowers shall be no later than 
14 days after Memorial Day. If not     
removed by the giver, maintenance     
personnel shall remove and dispose of 
them. This ruling will not apply to    

flowers in containers that are part of the headstone.       
Removal of such will be entirely up to the giver. 

The Ascension of Our Lord, which      
occurred 40 days after Jesus Christ 

rose from the dead on Easter, is 
the final act of our redemption that 
Christ began on Good Friday. On 

this day, the risen Christ, in the 
sight of His apostles, ascended 
bodily into Heaven. Jesus Christ, 

the head of the Church, precedes 
us into the Father's glorious     
kingdom so that we, the members 

of his Body, may live in the hope 
of one day being with him forever.
