Myrrh was used to keep things fresh,
and it was used by the women to anoint Jesus’
body when he died. By bringing it as a gift to Je-
sus, the wise men foretold His suffering and death.

The image of the Magi kneeling before the infant
Jesus and opening their treasure chests for Him is
an image that we should all try to follow each day.
